Queen Rearing Method
1 to 10 Colonies

Select colony that is building up most rapidly in early season.

1.
Give colony 2nd brood chamber with drawn comb.

2. Build up as rapidly as possible.

3. Colony should be on 1 super by end of 3rd week of May.

4. Find the Queen and keep safe.

5. Put all unsealed brood in one brood chamber and make up with sealed brood and one good frame of pollen. Put all sealed brood on flanks with unsealed brood between them and the pollen comb in the centre.

6. Put remainder of combs in other brood chamber and release the queen onto them and then place onto floor on original site.

7. Put on queen excluder with the supers on top. Add a second super if not already on.

8. Place 2nd queen excluder on top of supers.

9. Place brood chamber with unsealed brood on top of supers.

10.  Cover with crown board and roof.

11. 10 days after colony split cut out cells and use in apiary or split colony into nucs.
