RULES FOR THE USE OF PREMISES

1)  Application for the hire of the Premises should be made to the Booking Secretary.  The right to refuse any application is reserved to the Committee or the Chairman of the Committee provided that the said Chairman reports his actions to the next meeting of the Committee.

2)  Conditions of hire are set out in the ‘Standard Conditions of Hire’ (printed overleaf). There may be ‘Special Conditions of Hire’ or other conditions – as indicated above – these will be given to the hirer as appropriate.  Some of these conditions are also referred to below.

3)  No intoxicating liquors are permitted to be bought, sold or consumed on any part of the Premises without the express permission of the Committee whose consent must be obtained prior to the Hirer seeking any temporary licenses for the sale of intoxicating liquors.

4)  The Premises are licensed for public dancing, public displays, exhibitions of sports and other similar types of entertainment with the ‘Pubic Entertainments Licence’ issued under the ‘Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982’. The Premises are licensed for plays, ballet, opera or similar stage performances with the ‘Theatre Licence’ under the ‘Theatre Act 1968’.  The time both licenses are in force is between 8.00am until midnight on weekdays and 8.00am until 11.30 pm on Saturdays.  The ‘Public Entertainment License’ is not in force on Sundays but the ‘Theatre Licence’ is in force between 8.00am until midnight. These times must be strictly adhered to. Copies of the licenses are in the posted in the Hall. The originals are in the keeping of the Chairman.

5)  All conditions of the ‘Public Entertainments Licence’ and the ‘Theatre Licence’ must be strictly adhered to.  Nothing shall be done that will endanger the safety of persons using the Premises or render invalid the policies of insurance relating the Premises or surrounding land.  In particular: a) No obstructions must be placed in or around gangways or exits. B) Fire appliances, which are inspected regularly, must be kept in their proper places and not used for any purposes except for the use for which they are intended.

6)  The Premises are licensed with the ‘Performing Rights Society’ as per the ‘Copyright and Designs and Patents Act 1988’ for the performance of music controlled by that Society. The Society controls the royalties on behalf of music composers.

7)  The organisers of an event where a licence is payable for the public performance of recorded music (e.g. radio, tapes, compact discs, DVDs) shall be responsible for obtaining the necessary licence from ‘Phonographic Performance Ltd’.  They issue licenses and collect copyright law when sound recordings are used in public on behalf of companies producing the said recordings.  No licence is needed and no royalties are payable when the public performance is beneficial to, or part of, the activities of an organisation whose main objectives are charitable or are otherwise concerned with the advancement of religion, education or social welfare.

8)  Nothing shall be done on or in relation to the Premises in contravention of the law relating to betting, gaming and lotteries, and the person or organisation to whom the Premises is let shall be responsible for seeing that the requirements of the relevant legislations are strictly adhered  to.

9)  Todds Lane is privately owned by the Village Hall Management Committee and others.  Vehicles must not be parked so as to cause obstruction to others or at the entrances to, or exits from the Premises or any other properties nearby.  The minimum of noise must be made on arrival and departure to Todds Lane and the Premises.

10)  Proper use shall be made of the litter bins and dustbin and litter shall not be left in or about the Premises.

11)  As per the conditions of the ‘Public Entertainments Licence’ and the ‘Theatre Licence’ music or any other activity provided at or performed at the Premises must not cause annoyance to nearby residents and any form of amplification must be so controlled as to prevent such a nuisance.

12)  Rules 1 to 11 may be altered and additional rules added at any time with the consent of a two thirds majority of the members of the Committee present, provided that the terms of the ‘Trust Deed’ and any statutory provisions are observed and not broken.
