Treasurer’s Report – AGM 28th September 2010
At the end of the last financial year (to 31st August 2009), the PFCCF had a surplus of £2483, after giving £4,100 to the school.
The quiz evening in March 2009 made a profit of £1600; and the Summer Fair made a profit of £2200 (part of which was actually banked by the school in its own bank account so it doesn’t show in these accounts).

£3744 was received through Termly Giving and donations, and £185 came from recycling mobile phones.
In Dec 2008, the School Fund account, an amount of nearly £19,000, was transferred from the school into the Parents and Friends bank account. This was because the school could not hold these funds without having its budget cut, so we have been ‘donating’ it back to the school in large chunks since then. Parents were asked to change their standing orders to pay PFCCF instead. The School Fund and the Termly Giving payments have now become indistinguishable, but ultimately all the funds in the PFCCF bank account are for the use of the school. The financial year ended with almost £18,000 in the bank, £12,000 of which was the remaining balance of the School Fund.
The accounts for the year ending Aug 2010 are provisional, though there will be very little change to these figures – I’m waiting for the latest bank statement, covering the last week of August. The School Fund balance we hold was increased by a further £4,000-odd paid into it by the school, made up of cheques they had received. And £14,500 was given back to the school by PFCCF as ‘donations’. We therefore now have a balance of £2000 known as the School Fund, whilst all the standing orders received during the year, amounting to £3600, have been counted as Termly Giving.
The quiz night in March of this year raised almost £500 and the Indulgence Evening, also in March, proved very successful with a profit of about a thousand pounds.

Also in this year, we have recovered over two thousand pounds in Gift Aid, with another £1054 currently being processed by HMRC, which should be received shortly.

With very little expenditure this year, we have ended with a surplus of income over expenditure of seven and a half thousand pounds, and £15,705 in the bank; so I’m hoping that tonight we can agree to hand a substantial sum to the school.

Finally, although I haven’t been very active on the committee this year, it’s been a pleasure to have been involved with so many events over the last few years and to have worked with Kati, Sandra, Corinne and Fiona as chairmen, Gary of course, and everyone on the committee. I’m delighted to be handing over the role of Treasurer to Amelia and Christina and I wish them - and all the committee - all the best for a successful and profitable future.
