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THE PROJECT - A CHOIR WITH A DIFFERENCE IN KINGSTON
HOW WOULD IT BE DIFFERENT? 
· The choir would be for anyone from 18 – 100. It wouldn’t audition or demand high standards of musical ability before joining. 

· Its repertoire would be popular - rock, pop, contemporary folk and world music - not sacred or classical songs, which are widely available to singers already.

· It would be sociable, offering a community linked by a common interest in singing popular music. It would provide company, enjoyment and personal development for, e g, retired and elderly people, young people, parents and carers, the unemployed, even perhaps the depressed and isolated. Times and venue would have to allow for meeting all year round, preferably somewhere people could linger afterwards for a chat over a drink or coffee.

· Public performance is possible, though not essential. It would be the singing and the doing and the learning together that mattered most, not an audience. 

GETTING STARTED

What will be needed to get this community project off the ground?

· Musical volunteers to help create and establish the choir, perhaps as a musical director or a conductor or an accompanist or coach or lead singer.
· Start-up funds – for fliers and other local publicity, and venue hire initially. Ultimately the choir should be self-financing - members would pay subscriptions to cover expenses such as sheet music and venue hire. But we’d like to keep it inexpensive so that it can be as inclusive as possible.
· Singers of all abilities and ages who want to rock ‘n roll.
