Welcome 

The Chair (Len Faram) welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Unfortunately our Speaker tonight Detective Superintendent Sean Cunningham from the 
Head of Hostage and Crisis Negotiation Unit is unable to join us this evening as he is unable to get here due to there being a fatal accident which caused gridlock on the roads.

LF responded by saying that it would be of assistance if matters requiring a response could be advised in writing prior to the meeting to enable an answer to be available.

Havering Police Report

In the absence on leave of Chief Superintendent Mike Smith, Chief Inspector John Harlow 
(JH)
presented a report on behalf of Havering Police.


Targets - JH reported that priority is being given to burglaries and serious violence.  Target is 
to reduce this by 4% and we are on course to meet this target.


Knife and gun crime .  Target on course to be met.  However, there is concern about
serious violence amongst young people and there is more difficulty in meeting this target.


Domestic Violence – We are looking to ensure that this is something that we are looking to 
ensure this doesn’t go up and encouraging people to report this to us.


Sanction detection rates – These are being meeting.  JH reported that Havering is amongst the best performing boroughs in relation to domestic violence. Arrest  targets are amongst the best in London.



Serious crime – Is 3% below are target.  We are 312 offences below the target.

Havering is by far the best performing borough at the present time.  People have been listening to our warnings in particular in relation to UPVC doors and ensuring these are kept locked.  We have a target of 1 per day and we are close to achieving this.  Last year the majority of burglaries centred on cars and stealing the keys.  There has been an increase in motor vehicle crime and an increase of theft of number plates and in particular the theft of bumpers from Fiestas.  This week we had the success of actually catching them in the act of removing a bumper.  JH’s message was to ensure car is locked take away to your groups and friends make sure that you use a remote device that you check your vehicle is locked and ensure that you lock your door.  If it was found you had not locked your door this could result in other consequences i.e. insurance claims. 



Inspt John Harlow concluded by saying that  the Met Police are continuing to ensure 

that Havering is a safe place to live and visit. 

Questions from the audience were  taken.

4.  Reports from the Executive – debate on proposed budget cuts
LF reported he had attended a meeting of the Community Consultative Forum held at Bow Central Command  where there had been discussion budgets for uniforms, buildings and transport.  However exact information is still not known and it was difficult to speculate.  
 LF opened the floor to allow further debate on the issue.  
JH responded to a question in respect of volunteers. Saying that they are invaluable but are not allowed to take on work done by police staff. However they rely heavily on volunteers and are very grateful to them for the work they do.

It was recognised that police cannot be made redundant although current regulations permit those reaching 30 years service to be asked to leave.  This is a small reduction and affects about 800 officers currently.  It was noted however that PCSOs can be made redundant.
As to the questions about police officers or clerks?  JH responded by saying that there is always an element of paper work  but officers on the front line are still doing a job.  Many officers at a higher management level have to ensure that budgets balance and this does take up a significant amount of our time.

In respect of identifying officers JH said that officers can be identified by their number but you can always ask to see their warrant card.

LF thanked everyone for participating in the debate which proved very useful.
