Kingston Friends of the Earth have participated in local, national and international events in the past.  Currently much of our energies are involved in working on project work particularly in the schools and with FOESL. 
We have connected with many FOE success stories through national campaigns including traffic reduction, wildlife protection, energy conservation, GM food and Organic farming targets.  Locally we were involved in producing the first local Fairtrade leaflet which helped Kingston to qualify for Fairtrade status. We have been involved in international campaigns locally including climate change, trade justice and the recent successful withdrawal by Balfour Beatty from the Ilisu Dam project in Turkey and of course doorstep recycling.
So many of the issues we have campaigned on in the past are now clearly demonstrated as issues in Sierra Leone.
