The Kingston Environment Centre (KEC) is run on a voluntary basis, supported by the Royal Borough of Kingston Upon Thames, local active environmental groups, local charities such as Save The World Club, and is temporarily based in an old primary school close to Kingston Town Centre, and adjacent to the Kingfisher Leisure Centre and Kingston Library, which are 5 minutes walk from Kingston Upon Thames railway station.

The KEC acts as a living, down to Earth and practical hub for Environmental Activities in the Royal Borough of Kingston, and beyond.
It offers meeting and workshop space, basic kitchen facilities, and a large garden where practical food growing is taught. Leaflets and current information about a large number of environmental organisations are on display and there is a growing resource of environmental resources of all kinds.

The Save the World Club (SWC) also run Mosaic Workshops here three times a week. The Centre has made its first steps as a Skill Sharing Centre. We have introduced a Permaculture support group and an Art Club runs every week. A food co-operative, the Ground Up, meets every two weeks to supply and distribute organic food.  Cooking and a second Curry Master class is being run on Sunday 17th April 2011 from 12 noon through SWC.
