As the growing season comes to an end, we have a few 

updates. 

SHED AND RAISED BEDS FOR SALE: One of our plot holders is vacating their plot and has a 

nearly new shed and several good condition raised beds for sale. The shed is 6x4 feet and 

being offered for £200 and the raised beds are being offered for £15 each. If you’re 

interested, please contact Emma directly – 07834 530666 or emmajcoleman@icloud.com. 

CHRISTMAS SOCIAL / RAFFLE: Hold the date! Sunday 7th December: We’re planning to hold 

our Christmas social at the hut on Sunday 7th December. There will be a raffle, mince pies 

and mulled wine!  

COMPOST BINS: A quick plea to only put compostable material in the communal compost 
bins. Please don't add pernicious weeds like bindweed or couch grass which makes the 
compost unusable, or woody material that won't compost at all. 
 
WINTER WATER CUTOFF: Whilst it doesn’t feel like it at the moment, the weather will soon 

be turning colder and our water supply will be turned off to protect the pipes. This is likely 

to be done at the beginning of November, but we’ll confirm nearer the time. 

PLOT SUB-LETTING: The council have asked us to remind everyone of the rules around sub-

letting and sharing of plots that are in our terms & conditions:-  

1.7 You (the person(s) named on the tenancy agreement) must be the main user of your 

allotment unless you have obtained permission from the Council for temporary cover. The 

length of any temporary cover will be decided by the Council, with advice from your Site 

Committee or Site Representative. According to individual circumstances a maximum of 12 

months temporary cover is allowed. Granting temporary cover does not give the people 

helping you any rights to take over your plot should you decide to terminate your tenancy.
