The first task was to form a Steering Group and a Chairman. GY nominated MC, seconded by TD. MC agreed.

MC then asked if everyone present was committed to the project & understood what a VDS was? Some were a little unsure, and didn’t understand entirely what a VDS was. MC and JC explained in detail and its power within the current & future planning rules. After a short discussion all were committed to proceed.

Following a discussion on the format of the ‘workshop day’ it was agreed to make this a half-day (Sat. 14th June, 9:30am till 1:00pm) and hold a second evening session (30th June) to start to compose the village questionnaire.

JC would amend the programme used by another village & email it to MC, together with sample questionnaires created by other villages.

It was agreed for each photographic survey group at the workshop to use their own hopefully digital cameras and the images would then be transferred directly or via disc to a laptop. GY agreed to make his laptop available, together with a digital projector.

TD & ID put forward their proposal on how the Parish of Bulmer could be divided up into 6 areas for the workshop day. 

1. Bulmer Street, Smeetham Hall Lane (X-roads end) including St. Andrews Rise.

2. Upper & Lower Houses, Goldingham Hall, Brickfields, Hedingham Rd and Butler Hall Farm.

3. Mill House, Batt Hall, Kitchen Hill,, Finch Hill, Smeetham Hall Lane & Smeetham Hall.

4. Coe’s Meadow, Lower Church Rd, Vicars Orchard, Sandy lane, Village Hall and Church.

5. Havenground, School, Park lane, Auberies and Armsey Farm.

6. Bulmer Tye, Plough Green, Jenkins Farm & House, Old Church Lane and Ryes lane

These will require a minimum of 2 people (one to be a Steering Group member) per area on the day.

MC agreed to review and amend the photographic instructions used by Bardfield.

ID agreed to draft a leaflet for distribution to every household, advertising the photographic survey workshop.

GY volunteered to scan the large A3 map of the Parish to enable it to be printed in the final document & for each area to be printed for each of the above 6 sections.

A further meeting will arranged to complete the preparation of the programme and also the necessary forms etc. for the workshop, allocating the various jobs to Steering Group members and allocate each survey area to a Steering Group member.
