Information about your local prisons

You may want to include details of local prisons/visitors centres in your packs. Offenders are not always placed in prisons close to their family homes. Where they are placed can depend on prison capacity, type of offence and whether they are male or female. The prisons closest to Bath and NE Somerset families include:
· HMP Bristol (a Cat B prison holding a significant number of prisoners on remand)

Pact (Prison Advice and Care Trust) run the Visit Centre and provide family support. 

· HMP Eastwood Park (a women’s establishment)

Pact provides family engagement workers to support women and their families. 

· HMP Erlestoke, Wiltshire (Cat C prison)
Barnardo’s run the visit centre as well as provide various other forms of family support and parenting advice. The prison also provides a Family Intervention Unit for offenders with children. 
· HMP Guys Marsh, Dorset (Cat C prison)

The Visit Centre is managed by the prison; however Barnardo’s provides family support and facilitates Family Visits.

· HMP Ashfield Prison, Bristol (Cat C for sex offenders)
