Housing Needs Survey for Elstead and Peper Harow

Waverley Borough Council has allocated 160 dwellings to be built in the Elstead and Weyburn
(E&W) neighbourhood plan area over the next 15 years. Of this allocation some 30 dwellings
have recently been built or have planning permission and 69 new homes are being built at the
Weyburn site - figures for the Weyburn site include 21 affordable homes. The E&W
neighbourhood plan area still needs to accommodate a remaining 60 or so dwellings.

As part of the ongoing E&W Neighbourhood Plan, it is important that the Steering Group fully
understands the housing needs of this community. This includes not only the need for
affordable housing, but also the needs of older people wishing to downsize, families wishing to
upsize in terms of house and/ or garden size and to understand the types of tenure required.
