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Dear Tifford resident,

New proposals by TAG at Farnborough airport regarding major changes to air traffic routing
could dramatically affect our village.

This proposal has only recently come to the Parish Coundil's attention. The deadiine for TAG's
consultation is imminent, and all comments must be received by 10 am on Monday May 12",

The Parish Council will be drafting its own response based on feedback at the public
presentation, and the Council meeting (8th April), and at an Extraordinary Meeting to be held on
Tuesday 6th May at 8pm at the Institute, the agenda to which is posted on the Council's website
and village noticeboard.

The changes proposed will estabiish new clearly defined routes for all inbound and outbound
aircraft. Currently the planes can fly in any non restricted airspace.

Of particular concern and relevance is the proposed merging of two new flight paths into one,
directly over the area of Tilford. Please look t the consultation document
www. consultation.tagfarnborough.com for further diarification.

TAG projects that the estimated noise under the new fiight paths at Tifford will be approximately 69
decibels (equivalent to a vacuum cleaner one metre from your head). Please note that currently
Farnborough has planning permission for 50,000 flight movements, in 2013 it was flying at about
half that capacity.

Individual comments are essential. TAG assures us that all views will be carefuly considered and
can influence the final position and width of the routes which will be finally submitted for
planning permission. There is a question as to whether new flight paths are needed at all if this is
your view, please retur that comment.

We have listed overleaf some important facts for consideration by TAG that are relevant to Tilford.
You may wish to choose from the list, which is not exhaustive, but please make sure your
‘comments are individual ~ identically worded comments will not carry any weight.

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Note: feedback from the public at the TAG presentation to Tiford, felt that public awareness of the
proposal and consultation process has not been promoted sufficiently by TAG.

* TAG states that itis obliged to avoid increasing flights over populous areas. The number of
residents on Tifford electoral register is not a fair representation of the number of the people:
who would be affected by the proposed changes. Thousands of people, from near and
far visit Tilford, the local common land and Frensham Ponds for recreation and tranguillty
throughout the year, but particularly in summer when Famborough is at its busiest.

* The proposed changes would produce significant increases in pollution levels — noise,
and possibly fuel shedding — which would affect residents and visitors alike. This is a
TRANQUIL area. the vilage s bounded by commons with virtually no road noise at all.The
‘ambient noise levels in Tiford are unusually low. This has been verified by a senior member
of the Institute of Sound and Vibration Research at Southampton University in a previous
study before any overflying by Famborough

* Tifford is in the heart of the Surrey Hills, Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, occupies
Green Belt Land, and includes Sites of Special Scientific Interest. The village tself is one of
the finest examples of a iassic English village in England; itis a Conservation Area, has
‘many listed buildings, with five official Ancient Monuments and England’s second oidest
cricket green, where matches are played throughout the summer. This an area with the
highest level of Government protection of the environment on the ground.

* British Airways used the scene of Tilford Green, cricket and pub as the epitome of
England in a long campaign at Heathrow and worldwide.

+ Families from miles around come to rest and play at the village's beautiful riverside picnic
area. It's 50 popular that the Parish has to fund wardens to manage visitor numbers

* The vilage has many other visitor and amenity attractions : The adjoining commons of
Hankley, Bourne woods, and Frensham and Hindhead. These commons together form one
of Europe’s most important Lowiand Heathlands. This rare and specialised habitat supports
awildiife which is similarly specialised and increasingly rare. This is recognised by the
National Trust, who manage much of the common land. Other amenities include The Rural
Life Centre, Pierrepont Farm, Waverley Abbey, the Sculpture Park. The area is a focus for

, cycling, horse riding (Tifford riding club has a permanent site in the village) ; dog

g, fishing, bird watching, Tilford and Rushmoor tennis Club, golf ( PGA tour course in

the village) and camping. There is saling at Frensham, flyfishing along the Wey and fishing

in many dedicated lakes. There are activities and walking at Alice Holt Forest, and Bourne
woods, and there are popular local pubs, a garden centre and gardens open to the public;

* Thereis alarge * Haven Holidays’ site at Tilford Woods attracting visitors nationwide

coming to enjoy the local environment from log cabins,

* The RSPB has recently spent millions in Tilford creating an important new bird sanctuary.

* The Forestry Commission has just been granted planning permission for a permanent film
location in Tifford where many major films have been to date. and will hopefuly continue to
be made, boosting the economy and local employment. Hankely and Frensham common
have been similarly used in recent years.

* The vilage has three schools — nursery, first and middle - whose children all make
extensive se of their outdoor spaces for sport and recreation.

* Tifford has a permanent, extensively used girl guide/scout site and separate camp site,
plus a school (Woodlarks) for the disabled with camp site and riding for the disabled.
