*	The	earliest	evidence	for	Saxons	
in	Guildford	is	a	6th	century	pagan	
cemetery	found	in	1929	on	the	
Mount.	Two	men	were	buried	with	
glass	beakers	with	pointed	bases.	
Others	were	buried	with	iron	
spears,	brooches	and	beads.
