FINAL Minutes of Meeting on Wednesday, 2nd November 2022

1. Welcome.  GG opened the meeting.  He reported that KF led the training for Community Councillors to work together as a team on Wednesday, 26th October.  Following that session AM is going to be the time keeper for tonight’s meeting to make sure that Agenda items do not over-run.  It was also noted that the minute taker should continue to highlight allocated actions in bold.
GG asked if there were any conflicts of interest on the Agenda items.  
Action – AC will draw up a Memorandum of Conflicts of Interest for the December meeting.

2.  Minutes of previous meeting 5th October 2022 – These were approved with the following amendments to be made.   AM proposed them.  SC seconded them.

It was noted:-

1. Item 5 - Chairman’s Report – GG would like it noted that Councillor Van Sweeden mentioned positive feedback on the Bedford Road Bridge.
2. Item 11 – Planning Matters – SC requested that the last line be removed as it may be regarded as being a racist comment.

3. Matters arising – Air BnB’s – Councillor Henrickson advised that Air BnB’s will be regularly checked over.  ACC are the governing body so they will keep the register of HMO’s for anyone to look at.  If the property is not registered it can then be reported.  There will be 3 categories of rental periods.  LP commented that the “short period of time” does not advise how long the short period of time actually is.  
Action - A Policy on Air BnB’s is due to be issued.  Councillor Henrickson will come back with the full report to the December meeting.

4. Police Report – There were no police present at tonight’s meeting. 
Action – AC to contact the police and ask them if they could provide a written update if they are unable to attend a meeting.

5. ACC Councillor’s Updates – Councillor Henrickson – Communal wheelie bins may be considered to solve the problem with problem wheelie bins.  AC suggested that it may be a solution as other streets in the Sunnybank area had the same problem before communal bins were fitted.  LP is strongly opposed to communal bins.  Communal bins would reduce on-street parking.   At the October meeting an occupant of No 43 Elmbank Terrace attended and complained about wheelie bins being left on the pavement.  After that meeting it was noted that the problem wheelie bins were outside No 43 Elmbank Terrace.   AM believes that as the Local Authority gives permission to landlords to rent out their properties that they should stress the importance of keeping the wheelie bins off the pavements when it is not bin day.  Councillor Hutchison disagreed.utcheson disagreed.  

Action – LP to draft a leaflet to the neighbourhood asking for bins to be correctly filled and stored off the pavement.   AM will then get 200 copies printed.  It will then need to be distributed.  Once the leaflet is finalised it would then be passed to FB for it to be added to the FPSCC facebook page and website.
Action – Councillor Henrickson will ask Environment to add this to their list of priorities,  for reminding house and flat occupants about the importance of keeping the pavements clear of wheelie bins , how to use the correct bins and a calendar of when the allocated bin days are.
Councillor Henrickson is not involved with the university pamphlet to new students but he did suggest that FPSCC invite the Community Liaison person from the university to a future meeting.

Councillor Henrickson had no update regarding lights on the Canal Road/Froghall Bridge.  Action – AM and Councillor Henrickson to meet on-site with the appropriate Road Department staff who are directly involved with this project.  Councillor Henrickson to arrange the meeting.
Powis Terrace drainage – AM stated that there has been no change made to the drainage on Powis Terrace/Belmont Road/Leslie Terrace and that there is always a major flooding problem when there is heavy rainfall.  Action – Councillor Henrickson will look into it.
Dogs barking at 60 Emfield Avenue – Dogs are continually barking inside the flat during daytime.  Many neighbours have complained and say they have not seen the dogs outside of the property.  Councillor Hutchison advised that the neighbours contact RSPCA/SSPCA if they are concerned about the dogs.

6. City Wardens Report – It was reported that there have been 35 traffic offences recorded in the Bedford and Sunnybank area during September.  
Action – City Wardens to be invited to attend the December meeting to discuss the problem.

7. Chairperson’s Report – GG is still concerned about AP status.  LP and AM say that AP is fully aware that she can return when her circumstances are suitable. 
Action – GG to ask KF if AP has sent a resignation form to her.  
Bushes/Railings on Bedford Bridge – Councillor Van Sweeden was looking into this.  Steven Shaw of ACC is not able to tidy it up but suggested that FPSCC could tidy it up and paint the railings.  Action – Steven Shaw to add to his To Do List for when his team can manage to do this work.  AM suggested that GG asks Steven Shaw to speak to the Community Service team to see if they could paint them.  GG to forward on Steven Shaw’s email to AC for filing.

8. Vice-Chair Report - JS highlighted the underpass in the Gallowgate is flooded.  He was advised that this falls under the jurisdiction of George Street Community Council.  JS is concerned about his elderly neighbour who he has not seen for a while.  Councillor Hutchison suggested phoning the police requesting a wellbeing check or if the property is empty.

9. Future Projects – Land on Elmbank Terrace – No funding required for this meantime.  No further update from Sgt McCundie or Inspector Clarke regarding the strimmer.  Action – LP will contact Sgt McCundie regarding the loan of the strimmer in January/February 2023.  AC suggested March/April 2023 time for the FPSCC leaflets to be put together, approved and distributed to residents in Elmbank Terrace and immediate area asking for volunteers to do the gardening.  This item to be on the February 2023 Agenda.  AM will get 200 leaflets printed when ready.
AC suggested pens be printed with FPSCC branded on them.
SCARF Warm Enough leaflets could be sought and distributed. 
Previous leaflets from Fran Smith project – Revised leaflet to be put together when up-to-date information is collected.  SHMU to be approached for price for printing.  Action – AM and LP to work together and feed back at December meeting.
Associate Members for Community Councils cards (supplied by KF) to be distributed by all FPSCC members.   A bundle to be supplied to each community centre.
SC spoke about the Newsletter design.  2 or 3 designs for the newsletter.  SC was unable to print out today but he will print them off when he can for AM and then he will email out to the rest of the FPSCC.  SC is not sure of when and how often it will be distributed.  Action – SC to update status at the December meeting.

The noticeboards which the St Machar Rotary made have all been vandalised and their doors have been broken.  They will continue to be ‘doorless’ and any literature from FPSCC will be laminated before it is displayed in each of the noticeboards.

10. Secretary’s Report – A tenant complained about parking without a ticket on Bedford Place.  It is unknown if they have paid by the online app.  AC approached the City Wardens but has not received a reply.   It was advised by Councillor Henrickson that there is a shortage of City Wardens.  They would target a specific problem area and act as a deterrent.  A member of the public (DPB) mentioned that another main problem for rogue parking is on the zigzag lines outside Sunnybank School.  
AC queried about pensioners in Sunnyside who have not yet received the £150 payment and he also asked about people paying different amounts of rates for waste water and rubbish removal and how the criteria is worked out.  
Action – Councillor Hutchison will forward on relevant information to AC.

11. Treasurer’s Report – In practice the committee decides what has to be paid and the Treasurer pays the amounts.  KF is looking into the online banking situation.

12. Online Manager’s Update – LP read out an email that FB had sent that evening.  Defibrillator Scheme – No further update provided by Pure Gym since the last time FB contacted them.  FB to cover this item at December meeting.

13. Planning Matters - If FPSCC wish to make a representation at Committee on any planning application, they can attend Planning Committee (if it gets passed at tomorrow’s Planning Committee).  14 Sunnyside Road has been withdrawn.  There is another planning application for the currently empty cafe at 40 Sunnyside Road to be made into a flat.  It appears that they want to retain the facade and take ownership of the pavement outside the unit’s front door.   Action – LP will email the planning application reference number to the FPSCC members and register an objection.

14. Monthly Report from Council Forum – NESCAN Funding applications to be submitted for 14th November but there will be another opportunity coming up.  No projects identified meantime but committee to consider future projects.
	
15. AOCB – An elderly lady fell at the Erskine Street Bridge bus shelter where holes were left when the bus shelter was moved.  Action – Councillor Hutchison will look into repairs being done properly.
AC stated that there seems to now be a stage built on the tarmac at Sunnybank Park and that the white lines that were required have not yet appeared.  
Action – LP will make enquiries with the Park Committee and report back.
There used to be an item on the Agenda for the Members of Public.  
Action – AC to add it to the Agendas.
Sunnybank School – LP advised that the school’s Parent Voice are having a Halloween Disco for the children on the 3rd December and put forward a request for FPSCC to donate the snack for the children.  This was unanimously agreed.  
Action – LP to email DW the receipts for the children’s snacks to be reimbursed.   FPSCC would like to receive a Thank You Acknowledgement from the Parent Voice.
