	3. 
	Confirmation of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 13th February 2023  
● Minutes were confirmed and signed 

	4. 
	To consider matters arising from the Minutes of the last meeting (not otherwise included in the agenda)
● The Clerk had written to BC requesting costings for an additional dog waste bin near the Cricket Club. No response has been received. A follow up email was sent by JWG using the Clerk email account and no response had been received by the time of the meeting. (Action Cllr Gilbey)
● The Clerk had written to BC Building Control to report the sewage smell at the top of The Close. No response has been received. The Clerk had liaised with Mr Charlton and will continue to chase this matter (Action Clerk) 
● At recent meetings there had been discussions about mud on the road outside Nook Park. AW reported that there has not been so much of an issue in recent weeks, with fewer trucks passing in and out of the road. AW will keep an eye on the situation and report back if any further escalation is required. 
● It was noted that there remained still a sewage smell in Church Lane and the Clerk was asked to follow up this matter. 
(Action Clerk) There has been no progress to report since the last meeting. 
● Overgrown hedge bordering the footpath at the bottom of Spring Lane – the Clerk has written to the landowner and the overgrown hedge has been partly cut back. It was noted at the previous meeting that the remainder of the hedge is the responsibility of the PC. The Clerk still intends to look into this matter. (Action Clerk) 


	5. 
	Public Participation Period
● At the last meeting Mick Wood had asked if the MVAS equipment could be removed from his property. Former Cllr Dave Taylor has kindly agreed to manage the MVAS and Mr Wood reported that Mr Taylor has now collected the equipment and will return for some training. AW also volunteered to take part and so will tie up with Mr Taylor after the meeting. 


	6. 
	Horwode Pece Management Committee Report
a). To receive the Management Committee Report

The report was received and reviewed by the Parish Council. It was noted that everything appears to be satisfactory and no items of concern were identified. 

	7. 
	Footpaths Report
No report was received and therefore this item was not discussed. JWG confirmed that he had followed up with Alan Biggins but no response received by the date of the meeting. 


	8. 
	 Roads Report

● JWG confirmed that he had resubmitted a fix my street re the tactile paving on Little Horwood Road, but has received a response to say that this matter is not considered a priority at this point in time. 

● It was noted that there continues to be a traffic cone placed on Nash Road over the past month. JWG agreed that he will continue to look into the matter (Action Cllr Gilbey)


● The pot hole on the High Street was mended earlier in the year but is once again in a bad state, so has again been reported by JWG. They will fix as a priority. It was observed that the surface of the road on the high street is bad in a number of places, but that this is not out of step with other neighbouring villages.

	Planning Report  

● Cllr Cousin reported that the number of outstanding cases is getting shorter – which all were pleased to note. No items of concern were identified. 


	10.
	Issues arising from the Planning Report

At the last meeting CC commented on the works being done to the Crown and raised a concern about the roof being removed, which may be causing damage to the building. CC contacted the Parish Liaison Officer who responded quickly and sent it to the case officer. The case officer confirmed that no planning permission or listed building approval for taking the roof off had been granted. The case officer forwarded the details to enforcement and they have noted it. When Enforcement confirmed to CC that they were in receipt of the case  they commented that one way of resolving it would be retrospective planning permission but all felt that the involvement of Heritage in that process would be a positive step and should help to ensure the right outcome. 


	11. 
	Other Planning Matters

Nash Road development – CC reported that Bucks Council lawyers are now engaged with the s278 agreement and Lodge Park Homes are confident that outstanding matters will be resolved quickly so that the footpath and crossing can be put in. All plots bar 4 are sold. The 2 bungalows are now occupied so JWG will deliver some welcome packs (Action Cllr Gilbey). The Housing association properties are due to be handed over to the Housing Association on 22 March. 


	12.
	Winslow and Villages Community Board

CC reported that she had now been sent the updated set of priorities for funding from the Winslow and Villages Community Board. The priorities are active lifestyle, youth, environmental and rural economy uplift.CC said that she would have to rework the application for funding for a disabled toilet in the Village to fit these new priorities   (Action Cllr Cousin)

The Last meeting was 1st Feb. The minutes were received on 2nd of March. No other items of note were identified. 


	13.
	To receive a report from any meetings attended 
JWG and CC attended North Bucks Parish planning consortium 16 Feb and JWG attended the Parishes liaison meeting 1 March 

On the 7 March CC attending training on planning responses – a course facilitated by a private contractor. The course did not contain much in the way of new material but it was interesting to note a slightly different view on some matters compared to that which has been heard in the past from Bucks officials.
 

	14.
	To approve the signing of the revised Devolution Agreement by the Chairman and the Vice Chairman.

It was resolved to approve the signature of the revised devolution agreement. £2,170.62 pence will be awarded to the Parish Council as a result of the revised agreement; an uplift of 9%. This also compares favourably to the £2020 in the PC budget.


	15.
	Nook Park
Section 97 Env Act 95 and Hedgerow Regulation 97 notices were served on Mr Burns to replace the hedges that he removed on the East, West and South sides. This even goes as far as to specify the type of hedges that have to be planted. He has built hard standing over the existing hedges so it appears that this will have to be taken up for the hedges to be replaced. 

There was a meeting in the week before the Parish Council meeting (Monday). This involved Amy Fowler who was the original person involved from flood management and she has escalated it to her manager. The site was attended on the Monday and they are in the process of making some recommendations – this is due to the culverting of the ditch. There would need to be an official notice for any action to be taken.

It was noted that the residents would be keen for there to be a request made to increase the height of the plants due to be planted in the replacement hedge. JWG did not believe that there was anything that could be done, but CC resolved to look into the situation.  JWG requested to be kept informed if there were further matters where the support of the Parish Council was required. (Action Cllr Cousin)

There is one property tribunal case on Wednesday 15th of March – the judge will come to site Wednesday morning and then there will be a hearing at 11am in MK. Park home owners are not allowed to come onto individual pitches without written notice and in this case the owner (or contractors working on behalf of the owner) were alleged to have done this and caused damage to the property. The penalty would be to reinstate the pitch back to how it was. If the outcome is favourable for the resident then this could have precedent for other residents of Nook Park. The tribunal relates to an alleged offence on October 17th 2022 and an application was made to the courts by the resident at the start of November 2022. 


	16.
	To approve the allocation of up to the £300 agreed budget to Jane Holland for the parish’s floral displays.

It was resolved to approve the allocation of up to £300 for plants and maintenance for the parish’s floral displays. 


	17.
	The King’s Coronation

Liz Nicholls and Mary Saunders have been organising the Monday event and the PC has put some money into the budget for supporting coronation celebrations. Liz has been in the process of trying to find out how much people wanted by way of financial contribution from GHPC. JWG confirmed that anybody who needs funding should apply direct to the PC directly by the 3rd of April (early due to Easter) for consideration. It was confirmed that payment would only be made on receipt of invoices. 

Liz also mentioned that it had been suggested to have a photographer from the village but she was unsure whether what had to be done around permission for taking photographs of people in public. Do we need to put a notice up? JWG agreed to look into this. (Action – Cllr Gilbey) 
 
CC suggested that  we could  offer some help for funding up to £30 for street parties – payable on receipt of invoices. JWG responded that he would prefer to keep funding for the party that is for the whole village. JE suggested that we could purchase some bunting centrally and loan it out to people for street parties. JE agreed to look into sourcing some bunting which can then be given out to those who want to borrow it (red white and blue so it can be re-used, i.e. not coronation specific). (Action Cllr Evans)


	18.
	Local Plan for Buckinghamshire Evidence Base – Settlement Review GHPC Response

JWG explained that this response was sent, but as the questions were very similar as those asked in Item 22 , will return to this later in the agenda.


	19.
	Fox Covert Solar Farm

Nothing has happened so far. No movement on the agreement since it was returned to Low Carbon with comments in January. JWG will follow up with them to see what is happening. (Action Cllr Gilbey)


	20.
	Arrangements for the Litter Pick on Sunday 26th March at 10am
This is the same day as the fun run – shouldn’t affect things as the timings fit together OK. We have 25 pickers, bags and fluorescent jackets. Rubbish will then be collected Monday AM from the green. The Scouts have promised big action. The one thing JWG would like to see specifically is if the cricket club could litter pick their hedge as when cut back there was so much litter exposed. JWG doesn’t have a contact at the club but will find out and will make the request. (Action Cllr Gilbey)



	21.
	Possible funding for electric car charging points

Bucks Council have told CC that The Green has been chosen as a potential location but needs to be surveyed by the charge point supplier and the District Network Operator No survey has been carried out yet. It is not Bucks council land and there are legal issues so it is not straightforward. CC warned that any progress on this point could be quite slow but that she will continue to keep things moving forward to the extent she is able. (Action Cllr Cousin)


	22.
	Response to the Buckinghamshire Council questions re Infrastructure and Services.

JWG confirmed a proposal to respond in a similar manner as the previous response. No amends were requested by anybody. 


	23.
	Review of the Risk management Policy Statement.

CC confirmed that she has reviewed the Risk Management Policy statement and had suggested some amendments.  This was reviewed prior to and during the meeting and the PC resolved to accept the updated risk management policy statement. CC will pass the final version to JWG to publish. (Action Cllr Cousin & Cllr Gilbey)

It was agreed that  the PC  would invite all organisations in the village to tell us about their plans for the future and what they have done over the past year. It was also proposed that there would be presentations on the village hall renovation and the plans for the Coronation.

Horwode Pece Management Committee - Report to Parish Council
March 2023
As I reported last month, overall, the Rec. is in good condition, with the play areas much improved with the new
rubber chippings. One of our committee members notice a pile of rubber chippings on the side of the path from
Spring Lane to the High Street; they were green so clearly came from the Rec. One can surmise how they got there,
but the point is removing rubber chippings from the Rec., for whatever reason, will deplete the cushion-fall and in
the end the Parish Council will be asked to replace such losses. I have sent an item to Focus highlighting this issue,
telling people that the rubber chippings are paid for out of your precept.
The latest Rec. check reports, confirm my impression that the Rec. is in good condition and being looked after by
most users. We are grateful for dog walkers, who clear-up after their dogs, but would ask that they get rid of the
dog waste using the bin at the entrance that has been specifically installed for such waste and is emptied by the
County Council.
Of the issues identified last month, the large number of cracks has been repaired, through work of management
committee members. We now hope these will grass over. The remaining outstanding actions – wood panels at the
side of the goals needing treating; cleaning, sanding and treating the ’Silver Band’ bench and ‘Kath Bennett’s’ bench;
plus topping up the rubber chippings - are planned for the Spring working party.
