● Cllr Gilbey mentioned that the bin next to the bus stop in Little Horwood Road had still not been replaced. The Clerk will chase up Street Scene. (Action Clerk)
● Cllr Cousin mentioned that two further shrubs had been planted next to the new substation in Little Horwood Road, one of which had already died.

● Mr David Saunders wondered whether the PC would consider asking the Highways Authority if it could designate Pilch Lane as a ‘Quiet Lane’. After a discussion it was decided that Cllr Gilbey would ask Leone Dale if this matter could be put on the agenda of the Winslow and Villages Community Board meeting on 18 February. Sir Beville also offered to put it on the agenda of the Roads and Highways Sub Committee Group. It was also suggested that the Clerk contact Matt Whincup as he may know if it is a viable option. (Action Clerk)
● Mrs Sarah Biswell wished to read out a note from Mrs Paula Shaw, Headteacher, thanking the PC for the Worthy Causes grant. The school has ordered the outdoor equipment for the Early Years classrooms and they will send photos once it has been delivered.

	Horwode Pece Management Committee Report.
● The Report from the Horwode Pece Management Committee is attached to and forms part of these minutes.  
Cllr Gilbey informed the PC that the Committee had been seeking quotes for a replacement surface. One of the quotes was for £20,700 and he wondered if the Community Board might consider meeting half the costs. Cllr Sue Renshall thought this a good idea and suggested he complete the relevant forms as soon as possible. (Action Cllr Gilbey)

	Footpaths Report
To receive the Footpath Report
Mr Deuchar reported that he had pruned and inspected the Parish’s footpaths and bridleway over the Christmas/New Year period. With the current very wet weather many paths are muddy especially at stiles and gates. Please note that the surface of the footpath or bridleway is the property of BC so it is primarily its responsibility to take care of it or give permission for others to do so. This is an extract from BC’s website:
“Bridges and Culverts -the responsibility for the provision and repair of bridges and culverts is shared between the landowner and BC and may be different in each case.
Surfaces – BC own the surfaces of all the Rights of Way, with landowners’ interest extending only to the subsoil. BC have a duty to protect the interests of users and will take enforcement action to ensure that the surface of the Rights of Way unlawfully disturbed is adequately reinstated.”
He has included the bit about culverts as in many cases a ditch may be causing the problem with mud. He suggested that anyone worried about a deep puddle on a footpath or bridleway reports it to BC, preferably using the website. 
Cllr Cousin mentioned that the farmer who had put gravel around the muddy footpath gates on his land had since removed it. Concerning the ownership of the Rights of Way, Cllrs Cousin and Day informed the PC that they were maintaining footpaths near their property. After a discussion Cllr Chilver offered to seek a clearer definition of this matter with BC.

Cllr Cousin informed the PC that approval was finally granted from MHCLG for the Salix loan on 5th January. Cllr Gilbey signed the documents for the formal offer on 21st January. E.on have said there is an option to order lanterns that are dimmed for part of the night and this would lead to more savings. The PC decided to take up this offer even though there would be a slight delay in delivery. The provisional date for delivery is the week commencing 15th March with the works starting a couple of weeks after that. 

	16. 
	Transport Survey 
Gllr Gilbey informed the PC that there was not a large response to the Transport Survey issued in the December edition of Focus and on the GHPC website. Although this would mean that we would be unlikely to get a commercial service to the village, he has written to Andy Clarke, Head of Transport to ask if there might be a few options available based on the survey responses. This included diverting the No.60 or X60 buses through Great Horwood on the way to Buckingham; using the Community Bus as a link between Great Horwood and further services available in Winslow and finally looking into the use of a smaller minibus that could be driven by anyone to link in with other local services. As part of an S106 agreement, there is currently £20,000 available to be used for community transport.

Cllr Gilbey informed the PC that the registration had been approved and would last for 5 years. Buckinghamshire Council have made an application to the Land Registry on behalf of the PC. The Clerk has all the necessary paperwork in her possession.

Buckinghamshire Councillor John Chilver had provided the PC with a report on the coronavirus situation and the vaccine roll out in the Vale which the Clerk had circulated. Gllr Gilbey offered further information specifically from 3W Health regarding the number of vaccinations that had currently been administered. He wished to record a vote of thanks to all the staff and volunteers involved in the vaccine roll out at Norden House Surgery. He said they were doing a great job and the process was very well organised.

Horwode Pece Management Committee - Report to Parish Council
February 2021

Well since Christmas we have had an extremely wet period, the Rec. reports reflect this with each weekly inspection commenting on the ground being a bit boggy, and to the end of the month that there was standing water.  Liz and I undertook the latest check, yes there was standing water but much less than we have seen in previous years.  Clearly, the landscaping and earth placed between the two play-areas has helped, still there was a standing puddle under the parallel bars and in front of the recently repaired tunnel entrance.  The heavy rain has meant that the wood chip has compacted, such that it is difficult to rake and it is now on the lower limit of woodchip depth for a fall height of 2-2.5m for both play areas.

The management committee has been actively pursuing quotations to replace the woodchip with rubber chippings.  The premium product (Ecosurf.co.uk) is a MoT grade base-layer overcoated with resin bonded rubber chippings, where the resin bonded layer is available in various colours.  This provides fall height protection from greater than 3m and comes with a 5 year guarantee, but at a cost of £49,933 + Vat is way over our budget.  I have samples of material from this manufacturer.

A second quotation, online, provides loose fill material – not a bonded product - and again the recommendation is to use two layers, a base-layer of black rubber chippings, separated by a membrane from a top-layer of coloured chippings.  This quotation is for £14,950 incl. Vat, but still needs the membrane to be paid for and further contract costs to lay the chippings.  As the ‘Horwode Pece’ account has £10,909 in it, this is still over budget just for the material!  Even if we use next year’s entire budget as well, we would still fall short.

So, ‘What are the options?’ We are pursuing further quotations.  We could part replace with rubber chippings, sufficient to get us the ‘safe fall height limit’ but short of full replacement of material which we currently cannot afford.  This would spread the replacement over two years, but would increase the Rec. maintenance spend next year. Or, we can look for additional funding; John Gilbey sent me a link to ‘FCC community funding’, where we could apply for a grant.  I would welcome your views, but we will have to part replace material to meet RoSP requirements this Spring.

Lastly, I would like to report that the Black Poplar tree has now been planted in the far corner of the Rec., near to where the old dead Elm was removed.  To remind you, the Black Poplar is a historic English tree - part of a national replacement programme of rare English trees - so this is a good replacement for the Elm tree planted by Mark Seddon.
