	Confirmation of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th September 2021  
● Cllr Cousin pointed out that under item 13, penultimate sentence ‘Since it is legal to have the land owned by the Trust…’ should read ‘Since it is not legal to have the land owned by the Trust…’The Clerk amended the minute which was initialled by Cllr Gilbey. The minutes were then approved.

	To consider matters arising from the Minutes of the last meeting (not otherwise included in the agenda)
● The sewage problem is still ongoing. Cllr Taylor informed the Council that there has been a change of ownership at Greenway Farm Business Centre and the Environment Agency has been dealing directly with them. The Clerk and Cllr Taylor will continue to chase this matter. (Action Clerk/Cllr Taylor)
● Cllr Gilbey and Mr Mick Wood met to discuss the siting of the new ground screw. It was agreed to position it on the south side of Little Horwood Road where the Great Horwood sign is currently situated. Once the village name plates are in place, the old village sign will be taken down.
● The Clerk has chased Cllr Clive Harriss for an update on the proposed cycleway but has not received a response. The Clerk will continue to chase this matter up. (Action Clerk)
● The village name plates to be installed on the Little Horwood road gates have been ordered. The Clerk will chase this matter if necessary. (Action Clerk)
● No progress has been made on the updating of school orientation signs on the High Street. The Clerk will chase this matter. (Action Clerk)
● No progress has been made on the replacement of the current high level street names plates for Townsend Cottages with ones at low level. The Clerk will chase this matter. (Action Clerk)
● The wrongly positioned litter bins in Little Horwood Road and Horwode Pece have been moved to their preferred locations.
● The bollards at the top of Nash Road have been installed.

	Public Participation Period
● Mr David Saunders wondered whether the Clerk had chased the Singleborough Bridleway issue with Rights of Way which was first mentioned at the March PC meeting. The Clerk has in fact chased this up but no response has been received. It was agreed that both Mr Saunders and the Clerk would continue to chase this matter and would copy each other into email correspondence. (Action Clerk) 
● Mr Saunders wished to inform the Council that ahead of discussions at agenda item 14, the PC was committed to supporting a 20mph speed limit in Little Horwood Road as stated in the Great Horwood Neighbourhood Plan 2015. This point was duly noted.
● Mr Mick Wood mentioned that the hedge that borders Mitchell’s Field at the top of Pilch Lane has still not been cut back. The Clerk will chase the landowner. (Action Clerk) 
● Mrs Gill Wood thanked Cllr Taylor for trimming the bushes on The Green as this greatly helps crossing the road and general visibility.

One member supported this view and two opposed it. Under the ToR of the Planning Committee in the event of a split decision the Chairman would have the deciding vote. However, given that the Chairman’s proposal went against the GHPNP, it was agreed that the application should be considered by the full Parish Council. The Clerk and Cllr Cousin have written to BALC and the Monitoring Officer at Bucks Council respectively but no response has been received to date. It was decided to keep this item on the agenda until it reaches a satisfactory conclusion. (Action Cllr Cousin)

Horwode Pece Management Committee - Report to Parish Council
October 2021

The main maintenance item in September/October is the Autumn Working Party. Originally planned for the2nd/3rd October, it was postponed due to rain. Instead, it was undertaken from 8th-11th October, i.e. this weekend.
 
The compacted ground around the two play areas, following Tuckwells compaction of this ground while installing the rubber chippings has now been reseeded with grass seed, thanks to Jane Holland. A wildflower area has been planted in front of the hedge, between the hedge and the path, and Jane Holland has agreed to maintain this wild flower area along with the garden areas by the rose bushes.

Further, at the Autumn Working Party Mike Hobday helped me tension up the zip-wire. RoSPA requires the clearance height for the seat to be at least 21”, it is now at 22.5”, but this is expected to relax a bit as the cable re-beds in, following tensioning.  This tensioning is very hard work, working with a specialist tool while up a ladder resting on one of the end A-frames. We stretched the steel cable by 0.5”.

Strimming guards have been placed around the four wooden supports of the zip-wire, the four up-rights of the parallel bars and the three front supports of the shelter, to stop further damage to this woodwork.

Soil has been infilled along the front of the shelter, removing the suggested trip hazard identified by RoSPA.  While working on the shelter, it was noticed that one of the security cameras had been damaged.  Someone had climbed up to the roof and removed the solar panel used to charge batteries in these cameras.  The parts were found nearby, part on the roof and part in the hedge.  These have been repaired and replaced. Thanks to Mike Hobday for help with this maintenance work.

It was further noted, when inspecting the Rec., that the cushionfall level had dropped / compacted. This was most noticeable in the Toddler area, and a top-up for the cushion fall has been included in the budget for this area.

Cathy Holland has cleaned Kath Bennett’s bench, this looks like it will now be a regular event at the working parties, along with treating the other bench work and picnic tables.  Cleaning materials and wood treatment has been added to this year’s budget.  Also, one of the picnic tables – the oldest up in the far top corner – will need replacing next year; it should last through the winter.

Cracks in the balance beams are being monitored and if they become too wide, will be closed by through-bolts.

The Tunnel: the end panel is bowing from the face. It is not unsafe at this moment, but we will need to investigate a repair solution, which could be a major repair action for next year.

The Teenage ramp is very ‘springy’ and will need replacing next year.  This ramp will need to have support beams added and the treads replaced, but should last the worst of the winter; a job for the Spring Working Party.

The New Waste Bin, supplied by the Council, has been moved next to the ‘Dog-poo’ bin, near the footpath entrance.
