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PLANNING MATTERS 
The Parish Council have now submitted its objection to the Planning Application for the proposed 70 dwellings on the land north of Little Horwood Road and Cherry Leas – application number 24/03817/AOP.  
Buckinghamshire Councillor John Chilver has submitted his objection to this proposal. A robust objection from the Highways Development Management Officer (Planning Growth & Sustainability) from Buckinghamshire Council has also been submitted under this application. 
NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN REVIEW - STEERING GROUP 
Thank you to those residents that have contacted the Parish Council to volunteer their time to being part of the Steering Group – it is greatly appreciated.   The first meeting will be arranged shortly. 
The Parish Council has received information from Buckinghamshire Council that the “indicative” figure for additional housing required in the parish is an average of 9 per annum. This has been calculated using the government’s guide to councils called the “Housing and economic needs assessment” and includes an upwards adjustment to take account the affordability of housing in Buckinghamshire.
PARISH COUNCIL ELECTIONS
On 1st May 2025, Parish Council Elections will be taking place.  There are 7 Parish Councillor positions to be filled in Great Horwood. The Parish Council oversees many aspects of the running of the Village as diverse as grass cutting, street lamp maintenance and the allotments, as well as managing the budget and setting the Precept. It considers and comments on many planning applications and contributes to the running of Horwode Pece and the Village Hall.  
Parish Councillors must have access to the internet in order to study planning applications online, respond to emails and to liaise with external bodies. Parish Council meetings are usually held in the Village Hall at 7.30pm on the 2nd Monday of every month except for January and August.  
Councillors are expected to attend and contribute to meetings and be prepared to spend some time outside of meetings on Parish Council business. 
As long as you are at least 18 years old, and either a British, Commonwealth or EU citizen on the day of nomination, you can apply providing you are on the Electoral Register as a local government elector for Great Horwood and Singleborough. 
Nominations need to be with Buckinghamshire Council by Wednesday 2nd April 2025 so if you want to help shape your community and get involved, speak to any of the current Councillors, their contact details are in Focus, or contact the Parish Clerk, Sarah Biswell at clerk@greathorwoodpc.org.uk at the earliest opportunity.
