A meeting of Great Abington Parish Council was held in Abington Institute main hall on Monday 17th July 2023 
Meeting started at 7.19pm. 

Present: Tony Orgee, Jill Carter, Jane Bowen, Louise Patten, District and County Councillors Henry Batchelor , District Councillors John Batchelor, 10 members of the public and the Clerk

 40. Open forum  - no items were raised.
41. Apologies  - Mak Makwana, Risa Nagasaki and Stephen McDonnell’s apologises were accepted unanimously by Councillors.
42. Declaration of interest in items to be discussed – Tony Orgee declared an interest in item 67 in Finance.

43. Approval of the minutes for the last meetings held on 3rd May and 27th June. The minutes had not been circulated long enough to be considered for approval. 
44. Report from Councillor Henry Batchelor  and John Batchelor –circulated  

The County Council had reopened a fund for improve to community assets called Priority Capital Fund, which was to be used on existing buildings with up to £40k grants. Currently the County Council was asking for expressions of interest in applying for these funds. 
45. Highway issues
a) Some of the pot holes on High Street and Pampisford Road have been filled but seem to reappear soon after work has been done

b) Update from SCDC on planning irregularities – Jane had no received any reply to her questions form SCDC. 

c) Pampisford Road and Cutting Road signs have fallen down. Action : Clerk to send photographs of the fallen signs. .
d) The footpath outside Moorefield on the Pampisford is breaking up. Action : Clerk to let Henry Batchelor if no reply is received from the Highway Officer about this.

e) Trees on Newmarket Road growing out onto the road. Action : Clerk to highlight that the right hand side verge (when heading towards London) was cut but the left side was uncut. 
46. Planning – separate sheet
a) Consider the Social club’s new application to become a street trading consented premise as follows: 

Name of applicant: Mark Donovan

Trading name: Abington Social Club

Location: Abington Social Club, Great Abington, CB21 6AH

Trading Days requested: Monday – Sunday

Trading hours requested: 12:00 – 00:00

Types of vendors: Food Vendors
Tony Orgee reminded the meeting that this application was separate to the previous one and that they were not connected to the application for the kebab van application.  There was an earlier application for a street trading licence for the kebab van, but this has been withdrawn. Mark Donavan had contacted Tony Orgee asking the parish council to postpone the meeting as he is on holiday, but the council was unable to get extra time from SCDC, so this was not possible.
This application was not for the kebab van but to enable the Social Club to hold hog roasts and have ice cream vans and other food vehicles at parties and dart nights held there. SCDC had expressed the view that the previous application was confusing. This licence only allows one trader in 24 hours and is for the premises not the trader.

The treasurer and the secretary of the Social Club were at this meeting and said that they were unaware that the licence application had been made.

Some local residents expressed that view that the previous objections the parish council had raised still remained, which they said were: hours of trading applied for excessive, not a suitable location, not sensitive to needs of local residents, does not enhance the environment, noise, fumes smells, access issues, and traffic concerns. Hour applied for would mean traders could be on the site for 72 hours/week, when the Social Club isn’t open.
Mark Donavan’s letter to the Parish Council stated that the Social Club would only require street trading consent for traders 4-6 times a year. However if the licence was granted there was nothing to limit it use. It was suggested that a temporary licence (which is a quick process) could be applied for when it was required.

Councillors discussed the application and Tony stated that the council had no objection to the principle of trading at the site. Concerns raise by councillors were safety concerns along Pampisford Road, access to site poor, public nuisance due to smell , noise and litter, an inappropriate location for trading and the hours applied for were too long, potentially enabling trading every day.  Other issues were no overflow parking when it was busy at the weekend, the application isn’t to provide food made at the Social club, so is not necessary (to be checked with SCDC), Hour applied for were considered too long for trading in a residential area in a village location. It was noted that trading between 11pm-6am requires a night trading licence.

Tony Orgee proposed that the council did not support this application for street trading consented premise for all of the above reasons which was seconded by Jane Bowen with the support of all councillors.

All of the members of the public left the meeting

b) 23/02245/OUT- 55 North Road -Outline Planning Permission With All Matters Reserved for a new dwelling on land adjacent to 55 North Road. New vehicular and pedestrian access to 55 North Road
Several councillors were unable to gain on-line access to the plans but Jane Bowen had seen them and confirmed the proposed new dwelling seemed to be on ¼ of the old piggery site and that it was slightly set back form the building line but was close to it. The area was under 175m2 and the application seemed to mee the conditions of the Neighbourhood Plan (NP).

Councillors unanimously agreed to recommend the application be approved as it would be partly on covering the old piggery site and would be only slightly further back than the building line and was within 175m2 required, subject the Chair and Vice -Chair checking the application.

Jill Carter noted that permitted development rights enabled new houses required to conform the NP size limits to increase beyond 175m2. This should be addressed when the NP was next updated.
c) Separate listing of planning decisions at end of agenda..
47. Finance
a) Authorisation of the payments in the table below. Tony Orgee proposed that all of the below payment be authorised, except those to Glenn Broad, which was seconded by Louise Patten and supported by all councillors. Jill Carter   proposed that payment to Glenn Braid be authorised which wa supported by Louise Patten and Jane Bowen.
b) Income – £306.46- Clerk repaid duplicate payment on 26.05.2023 & £80.31 unspent coronation funding received , and  on 12/07/23 the Clerk repaid standing order overpayment due to tax code change - £76.60 (due to HMRC).
c) Utility aid contract ends soon for power supply to the lights and a new contract price needs to be agreed. Tony Orgee believed the existing contract expired in October.

g) Update on chasing on up documents/reader for Jane to operate/access the Barclays cheques account. Action : Councillors The Clerk had contacted Barclays bank and no councillors were authorised for on-line access but all should apply themselves as the Clerk cannot make the application for them. Instructions had been forwarded to councillors.

48. Update on ‘available Section 106 funding
a) Particularly for the Institute as they require £10-12,000 to secure the wooden foundations of the Terrace. The Clerk had given the Chairman copies of the section 106 agreements that the funds could be paid from to fund work at the Institute as the wording did not specifically cover the work required. Advice had been sought from the Section 106 Officer about whether it would be appropriate for these funds to be use for the required work. The section 106 funds remaining for the Institute were £9,061.94 plus interest of £44.03; it was suggested that funds for SCDC could make up the short-fall. Tony was attending a meeting at the Institute soon and would report back.
49. Actions from the last meeting
a) Update on the transfer of ownership of the Larkfield open space, orchard, play area and  parking bay. Hill to transfer £24,144 to the council to maintain the land. Action Clerk to follow this up.
b) Update and discussion of street trading licenses applications. When the first application for a street trading licence was withdrawn. Tony Orgee made an additional recommended that if the application goes to a committee for consideration, could they make a site visit before the application is discussed.
c) The grass should have been cut on 10th July in Larkfield. The cutting was delay because the machine belt broke.
50. Items raised by councillors
a) Update on application for speed reduce on High Street & Linton Road. The application has been successful. Tony was thank for his work making the application. 
b) Trees in Magna Close . Two trees in Magna Close have been cut down by SCDC contractors, one was felled accidentally. The council should consider replacing these trees with CDC permission.
c) A Community Warden scheme would cost £23,000 to run for a year and would be supported by Age UK. The scheme offers users over 60 years old up to 4 phone calls a week and 2 visits with shopping and prescriptions collected. The scheme could possibly be funded with support from TWI and local GPs. It was suggested the option of a scheme be advertised in the newsletter to see the level of interest.
51. Correspondence
a) Email request asking both parish councils to fund a commemorative coronation bench to installed outside the Institute. Funds refunded from the coronation event were only £80.31, and the bench is likely to cost £385.54 ex VAT. Tony Orgee said that this would be discussed at the Liaison meeting.
