Supporting statement for the Year -end 31 March 2024
Community assets:

Abington Recreation Ground is an area of open space of 6.725 acres set behind the Primary School on the High Street in Great Abington. Although the land is owned by this Council, Abington Recreation Ground Committee manages this public recreational space, on behalf of this council and Little Abington Parish Council. Section 106 funds were spent on legal costs buying the Recreation Ground land from the District Council for the Nominal Value is £ 1.00 several years ago.

S137 Payments   
   Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 enables Parish Councils to spend up to £8.82 per electorate for the benefit of people in the area on activities or projects not specifically authorised by other powers. In 2021-22 £100 was spent under section 137 for Christmas boxes/food for families/people struggling financially as a result of covid and £250 for the blue plaque name for Abington Lodge to mark Sir Fred Hoyle’s time living there. £100.00 was donated for Christmas food boxes for struggling families in the village, via the Love Abington Group in 2023-24.
Earmarked Funds
In 2010-2011 the Council agreed to earmark £14,000 towards amenity facilities/land purchase. The earmarked funds were adjusted during 2021 after the budget to : Amenity facilities £15,000, Footpath repairs £1,000, Pandemic support £900, Legal costs £1,500, Local Highway Initiative £1,750,and Tree planting £1,260.00, & s 106 funds for Moorefield Maintenance,  making a total of £24,441.16. In 2024 maintenance funds for Larkfield of £24,144 were received 
Section 106 Funds

Section 106 will be reported separately, including the way the interest has been shared between the open space projects, the community facilities and the play area. The balance at the year-end to be spent including interest for 2024 is £99,526.90, made up of £45.34 of 2024 interest for the Institute (after which no s. 106 funds remain), £68,197.26 for Open Space projects and £31,283.30 for Open Space projects (figures incl 2024 interest).
