9.  2016/17  Public Speaking 
The member of public present asked whether it would be possible to do anything about the brambles all along Byway 13, Middleton.  The Clerk will report this to Highways.
10.  2016/17  Declarations of Interest

Cllr Holland declared a disclosable pecuniary interest for agenda item 8, planning, due to a
personal planning application for Court House, Twinstead.  He stated that he would leave the meeting while his application was considered.
Cllr Scattergood declared a non pecuniary interest for agenda item 8, planning, his wife being
the chairman of BDC planning committee.

Cllr Cracknell declared a non pecuniary interest for agenda item 8, planning, Henny Farm, the
applicant being a business colleague.
Cllr Lyster declared a non pecuniary interest under the Official Secrets Act. 
11.  2016/17  To approve the minutes of the May ordinary meeting and AGM
Cllr Humphreys proposed the minutes be accepted, seconded by Cllr Scattergood and
unanimously agreed.
12.  2016/17  District/County Councillors Report
District Cllr Wendy Scattergood advised of the problem with late delivery and non delivery of the information giving public exhibition dates of the Local Plan consultation and of her efforts to rectify this situation.  Information had been sent to Parish Clerks.
The Chairman asked Cllr Scattergood for an update on the plans to change the use of Lamarsh Lion Public House to a private dwelling.  Cllr Scattergood advised that the application for change of use is expected to be decided by BDC in a few weeks time.  Local residents have voted to apply to BDC for The Lion to become a community asset.  Cllrs agreed that this was not something for our PC to get involved in.  Cllr Scattergood was thanked for her report and left the meeting. (8pm).

Traffic calming, Henny Street

Cllrs discussed various ideas to stop speeding occurring along this stretch of road.  It was decided
 to take the following action:

· Cllr Lyster to approach owners of The Swan to sound out the idea of idea of putting a sign up on their land.

· Cllr Cracknell to give some thought as to the wording of a new sign.

· Clerk to enquire on the cost of a sign. 

A decision on the way forward will be made at the next meeting when all information is to hand.
To consider the road out of Twinstead – the centre of the road is laden with debris from fields

Cllr Smart advised this was the Lorkins Lane area leading to Great Henny and needs to be
scraped as it is dangerous.  Another area in need of scraping is the lower end of Park Road,
Great Henny and the Middleton back road.  Cllr Lyster proposed the PC ask for the roads to be scraped, seconded by Cllr Scattergood and unanimously agreed.

The problem of overgrown hedges was raised, in particular Wax Lane; the Clerk will email Alphamstone and Lamarsh PC to advise, as this is not within our parish.

Cllr Smart will speak to residents in Twinstead where the hedge is very overgrown.
ECC Winter Salt Bag Partnership
It was agreed that the PC would order one load of salt, to be delivered to Great Henny, in the same location as usual, near the junction at Hickbush/Tymperley Farm Road, with Cllr Scattergood being the point of contact for ECC.

Watery Lane

Cllr Lyster reported on the area in Watery Lane causing flooding. Clerk to email Cllr Lyster with ECC web address.

15.  2016/17  Planning – Appendix B
16/00986/FUL – Henny Farm, Fenn Farm Road, Gt Henny

Equestrian facilities
Cllr Lyster mentioned the low energy lighting stated in the plans for the equestrian facilities; Cllr Scattergood felt that BDC would take lighting into consideration when deciding the plans.  Cllr Scattergood proposed the PC support this application, Cllr Holland seconded, majority agreed. 

Single storey to the house
Cllr Scattergood proposed the PC support this application, Cllr Holland seconded, majority agreed, one abstention. 
Cllr Holland left the building at this point and Cllr Humphreys took the chair.

Cllr Scattergood declared an interest as he knew the architect of the plans and said he would take no part in the decision.


16/00897/FUL – Land adjacent Court House, Church Road, Twinstead
Cllr Humphreys advised of letters of support and objections and that the application met planning rules.
Cllr Scattergood advised that the PC could ask the Ward Cllr to ‘call in’ the application to ensure it would then go to BDC planning committee for a decision and that Cllr Wendy Scattergood would leave the room when this was considered.  
Cllr Lyster proposed “that the PC withdraw any opinion, due to Cllr Holland being chairman of the Parish Council”, seconded by Cllr Cracknell. 

Cllr Lyster proposed a second motion, “that the PC ask Cllr Wendy Scattergood to ‘call in’ this application”, seconded by Cllr Humphreys and unanimously agreed.

Cllr Scattergood advised that members of the public can speak at the BDC meeting for 3 minutes and all details are on the BDC website.
Cllr Holland returned to the meeting and resumed as Chairman.
16/01090/FUL – Wisteria Cottage, 2 Amos Hill, Gt Henny
Work had already started on this application.  Cllr Holland proposed the PC support this application, 
unanimously agreed.

16/00174/TPO – The Ryes, Little Henny
