The Vehicle and Operators Services Agency has been notified.  District Cllr Scattergood advised that there should be a sign at the farm gate saying that lorries can’t turn right in the direction of Bures and that this was part of the original permission.  Mrs Raymond said they could get a sign put up.  Mrs Raymond was thanked.

Cllr Scattergood declared a non pecuniary interest in agenda item 10, planning, his wife being chairman of BDC planning committee.

38.  2016/17  Approval of minutes
The minutes of the September PC meeting were approved and signed by the Chairman.
39.  2016/17  District/County Councillors’ reports
District Cllr Wendy Scattergood reported on the consultation by Hedingham School over the proposed changes to their admissions policy in 2018 which would disadvantage the rural villages in our area.  Cllr Scattergood advised that the school will not proceed with the proposals as they stand.
Cllr Scattergood said that BDC are still looking at submissions for the Local Plan.

County Cllr Finch informed of the County Council’s change in the free transport policy which is now outside the County Council for educational matters apart from a few circumstances.  
Cllr Finch reported on ECC funding, the Governments plans to reduce the amount of
grants and the NHS programme of change.
