
Holy Trinity Amenity Group – Constitution (as amended 25/11/05)

1. The Name of the Association shall be the Holy Trinity Amenity Group.

2. The Aims of the Group shall be:

To keep abreast of planning issues, including applications, affecting the area and represent views of members on developmental issues likely to affect amenity to the appropriate authority.
To employ the talents and professional skills of the members for the common good.

To represent, when appropriate, the views of members on matters of concern to all residents of Guildford.
To foster a sense of community in the area.

3. Membership of the Group shall be open to all households, not already covered by a similar Amenity Group, within that part of Holy Trinity area as shown on the Secretary’s master map.  The map will be modified from time to time to accommodate any change.
4. There will be at least four officers, a Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary and a Treasurer who shall be elected at the AGM as a working committee.  The AGM may elect any additional officers as may be seen fit.  Any casual vacancy in these offices may be filled by co-option until the next AGM.
Officers should retire each year but are eligible for re-election.

Officers shall normally serve in one post for no longer than five years.

Nominations for Officers should be received by the Secretary at least three days before the AGM.

Local representation shall be effected by a member acting as Road Representative for each road where possible.

5. The Annual General Meeting shall be held in the last quarter of each year.  At least 14 days’ notice shall be given to members.

6. There shall be a meeting of Officers and Road Representatives, acting as a committee at least four times a year.

7. There shall be ad hoc meetings, called as necessary, and known as ‘Action Meetings’.  These shall consist of at least one Officer and at least three Road Representatives.

8. Subscriptions shall be payable on 1st April each year.  The amount shall be determined at the AGM.

9. The Group shall be non-party and non-sectarian.

10. Only members of the Group shall be eligible to hold office, sit on any committee or vote at meetings of the Group.

11. Alterations to this Constitution may be made at the AGM by a two-thirds majority of the members present and voting.  The text of any alteration shall be circulated to members at least 14 days before the AGM concerned.

12. A Statement of Account shall be presented at the AGM.  Wherever possible this statement shall be audited and certified as correct.
