MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF THE KINGSTON PHILOSOPHY CAFÉ HELD AT LOCAL HERO ON TUESDAY THE 3RD OF DECEMBER AT 6.00 PM 
Present: Committee members: Phil Rowlands (Treasurer, Acting Secretary), Barrie Selwyn (Chair); and members: Marilyn Mason (taking minutes), Monica Booth, Roger Jennings, Mark Meade, Kieran Quill, Jeremy Smithers, Keiran Quill, Robert Hesketh, Nigel Parker, Neil Broonlead, Stuart Devall, Bruce Jerritt, Laura Goodel, Bjianka Kartie. 
Apologies had been received from Vice-Chair Filiz Peach.

1. Members were welcomed by Chair Barrie Selwyn, and assured that AGM business, though necessary because KPC needed to account for funds donated by members, would not take long. 

2. Minutes of the 2012 AGM were approved and there were no matters arising.

3. Chairman's remarks: Barrie commented on the value of regular exchanges of ideas in the public sphere, as exemplified in Kingston Philosophy Cafe, especially when wider adult education was under threat. He thanked participants for their contributions to a successful year of discussion, and reminded those present that most Philosophy Cafe talks and papers were saved on the website where they could be read and reflected upon afterwards. He also thanked Local Hero's manager Gina for providing us with such a good venue, and Marilyn for "keeping the show on the road" for its first 5+ years.
4. Treasurer's report: Phil Rowland's statement of account (see Appendix below) had been circulated previously, and an audited version of accounts from December 2012 - 30 Nov 2013 would be circulated and published on the website in due course. The main points to note were: that the bank balance was healthy, and Phil thought that there was little point in accumulating reserves well beyond our needs (mainly for occasional speaker's travel expenses); that £392 of the funds were being held for currently inactive Think in Kingston until it found new organisers/host; and that he was moving the KPC bank account from the Co-op bank to the Nationwide.

5. Committee: Marilyn Mason had stepped down from her organising/secretarial roles in the summer, so Phil was currently acting as both Treasurer and Secretary. He appealed for a volunteer to take on some of these tasks: mainly editing and sending out the monthly newsletter and a bit of work on the (easy-to-edit) website - anyone interested in helping to speak to Phil. 
6. AOB: Survey about possible use of social media: Jeremy reported that there had been no social media common to all or even most survey respondents, and little interest in communicating between meetings by this means, so the idea had been shelved.
