Cllr Smith requested the narrowing of the road and ditches at the top of Hatches Farm Road be reported again to Essex CC as no repair undertaken to date and vehicles weave to negotiate the narrowness of the road. Members requested an email be sent to Cllr Twitchen enquiring when pothole repairs are to be undertaken following the notification of secured funding and asking that continuous white lining be repainted to better define the roadsides.    

c. Verges – The clerk advised no response had been received from Basildon BC regarding dissatisfaction 
with recent cuts by the Borough Councils contractors and on-going concern re maintenance of sightlines particularly at junction of Botney Hill Road and Clockhouse Road. The clerk to pursue and contact Ward Councillors. 
d. The on-going repair and improvement of the Parish pond -  Quotations had been sought for the 

installation of posts. Members received the quotation to hand from Gary Letch and approved the quote of £350 to install 20 posts between the pond and the road. A site meeting to take place to confirm actual size and placing of the posts. Lord Petre to be contacted for his approval prior to any installation taking place. A copy of the quotation to be forwarded to John Ellis, Laindon Common Conservators for information.
