53/12 Jubilee Beacon

        The clerk updated members regarding planning requirement, the location of other Beacons across the

        borough and funding sourced to date plus other potential streams for a Beacon within Little Burstead. 

        The Village Hall Committee had pledged £400 towards the project and the clerk was preparing an

        Application for submission to Basildon BC Beacon Event grant by 5 April 2012 although funding 

        towards capital projects was not thought to be strictly permissible, with contribution to an associated

        event cost preferred but it had been suggested the Parish Council apply anyway. 

        Members considered the quotation and design submitted by Simon Smith, a local Agricultural Engineer  

        and a proposal from Cllr. Savage that the Parish Council proceed with the order for a Jubilee Beacon, to 

        be erected on the Village Green at a cost of £860 plus VAT, and an installation cost of £350 plus VAT. 

        Funding was further discussed and concern expressed regarding the cost to the Parish Council. 

        Members agreed to support the project to a budget limit of £500 (PC proportion of VAT being

        recoverable) with the hope that funding to the  extent of £500 may be awarded by Basildon BC.
