The minutes of the July and August 2023 Parish Council Meeting were approved by Councillors as an accurate representation. Chair signed the minutes.

23/055 COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLOR REPORTS

County Cllr Gadd – 20mph speed limit for village. Positive comments received from village following consultation lead by Cllr Davison.
There is a requirement for a 30mph speed limit prior to the start of the 20mph, this will be picked up in the planning and design being undertaken by highways. Cllr Pumfrey requested that the old road marking indicating “slow” on the road surface be replaced, Cllr Gadd asked if photographs could be supplied, Cllr Pumfrey agreed to provide these.
Cllr Wilkinson to check what the conditions are relating to the release of the monies for the work to be undertaken and completed.

District Cllrs Pavitt and Gregory – Local plan moving forward but work still required to get the plan in the proper format.

Nature Recovery Plan is now a statutory obligation – what can be done to recover nature and bio-diversity.

Grants for assisting in Climate Change projects will be open again in November.

Chesterford Research Park back to committee next Wednesday 27th September, seeking transport mitigation measures. Regular meetings required between CRP/District /Parish. For mitigation measures the total investment plans for CRP should be considered not on a project by project basis for Section 106 proposals.

Alternative cycle and walking route should connect CRP to major transport hub – Chesterford rail station and major town – Saffron Walden.
