18/033 Declaration of Interests

           Cllr. Pumfrey declined to comment on item 18/037 as a neighbour of the property.

18/034 Minutes of Last Meeting (AGM) held on 10th May were signed by chairman      as a correct record.
18/035 Parish Council Clerk. Owing to illness were informed that Alan Cattley   would be unable to do this task in the short or medium term. The Chairman had received email from Joy Darby, Chief executive officer of EALC, offering advice, and support.
Councillor Wilkinson has approached Amanda Linsell who is acting clerk for Great Chesterford and is awaiting her reply. Has also contacted Littlebury Clerk for help with the Audit.
18/036 Annual Audit Councillor Fiona Wilkinson has collected account books and bank statements from clerk. Has also got cheque book if any payments are required.
The Audit form was filled out, and with agreement from council was signed by chairman at the meeting. Tracy Costain has checked the figures, the form will be passed to the internal Auditor; Louise Luke. Then to the external auditor to be signed off.
18/037 Planning; 
            An appeal has been submitted for stables at Springwell Place that were refused on grounds of poor access. Owing to a hold up in planning paperwork there has been no decision yet. 
Joseph Farm has applied for full planning permission on large barn, but have not applied for listed building consent yet. As the plans for conversion of barn are inside its original footprint, is difficult to object. 

18/038 Neighbourhood  and Local Plans

           Regulation 19 has gone through, district councillors J.Redfern and R.Chambers voted against. Councillor Wilkinson attended and spoke at the meeting. She noted that some of the village garden centre plans had been reworded. Also that  a “Compulsory Purchase Order” could be applied if needed, on land within the local plan.
The development area at Chesterford Park is now less than in previous plan, which is better for Little Chesterford. Fiona Wilkinson will write a response to Regulation 19 
on behalf of Little Chesterford Parish Council.
Councillor Wilkinson has been speaking at several meetings on our behalf.

She and Councillor Roberts also attended the Welcome Institute meeting. They are against the new garden village. Their own development plans will be submitted in September, before garden village plans go through. Their plans are for 2000 houses, both rented and for sale, mainly for their own employees. Welcome is doing a traffic survey using automatic number recognition.
Chesterford Park have given updated travel plans with an estimated 8% reduction in traffic by inviting people to car share.
The Great Chesterford Garden village action group are still busy fund raising. Did a 10.7 kilometre walk recently. They also had a stall on Saffron Walden market square on 3rd June.

18/039 Matters for Further Discussion;  
            Footpaths & Gates. Councillor Couchman reported that a new board is required on the stile ~ length of scaffold board needed.

Councillor Couchman also asked if the footpath around Chesterford Park had been adopted by Highways. Councillor Couchman to find out.
He also warned councillors that there had been two burglaries in the village this week.
