Message from Katharine - Instructions for reading competition result’s.  
It depends on the device you are using and where on the website you are accessing them.  If you are using a tablet, phone or laptop with a touchpad it doesn’t matter where you access them, and they can be made to look bigger with the two fingers moving apart swipe.  If you are using a PC or a laptop with a mouse it is best to access them via link to the PDF on the competitions page.  Access as follows, on the home page select the “member area” tab at the top.  Click on “Competitions” then “Competition Results” and select the appropriate competition that you want to look at the results of.  Under the title it will say “All the competition entries and the relevant scoresheet are now published.”  The title of the competition and word “scoresheet” will be blue indicating that this is a link.  Click on this link.  This will bring up the scoresheet as a PDI and it should fill up most of the screen.  You can make it look bigger by clicking on the magnifying glass if you need to.
