The book was so old, I wasn’t allowed to hold it!

 I am trying to arrange another visit with Chris and have asked him if he is willing to give a presentation about stained glass and particularly about our special window. I will advertise this when the date is confirmed.

 There were tears as well as laughter at the school as we said goodbye to Fiona Reid and we wish her well in her new venture.  A new Headteacher has been appointed, Andy Gillett, and we look forward to getting to know him.  Fiona was a committed member of the PCC and I hope that Andy will be willing to become part of the PCC and our church life.

DOGS ON PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY

Many of our local public rights of way pass over farm land including pasture land used for grazing livestock.  Although legislation does not require that dogs be on a lead whilst on a public right of way, owners must ensure that their dogs stay under close control and not allowed to stray off the path.  Owners should not let their dogs roam where they cannot see them or roam so far away that they cannot hear their commands.  But, as a general rule, keep your dog on a lead if you cannot rely on its obedience.

 One of the main complaints received with regard to dog walkers using paths on farm land is that they allow their dogs to foul and do not pick up after them.  Not only is this very unpleasant, but diseases can be transmitted to livestock, other dogs and humans. 

 Remember worm eggs in dog faeces can cause health problems.  It is advisable for all owners to worm their dogs regularly as well as picking up and disposing of their dog’s faeces.  

 Don’t forget that under The Control of Dogs Order 1992, whilst in a public place, dogs must wear a collar with an identification tag bearing the owner’s name and address.  This would apply also whilst walking on a public right of way.
