Blocked Ditch in Maldon Road

 Network Rail and the registered landowner have the matter in hand.

VILLAGE SITES

Whites Bridge:  Repairs have been completed.  The overall cost of the repairs including road closure costs was £40,000.

Village Pond:  Ecologia has removed the drums and other equipment.  A copy of its report will be sent to the parish council. The repairs to the path surrounding the pond and the bench facing the road will take place mid June.   

Village Trees:  The copper beech planted in recognition of Mr Radley’s service as our village tree warden is to be moved to a different location.  This has been agreed with the cricket club members who felt the original location was too near the club’s practice nets.

Black Bull Bus Shelter:  A new wooden shelter is to be installed in July.  £1,000 from parish council  reserves had been earmarked as a contribution towards the overall costs.  The balance to be met by a grant from Chelmsford Council.

VILLAGE PROJECTS

War Memorial:  Improvement works to begin mid June.

Village Gateways:  Drawings of the gates and details of the proposed locations to be forwarded ECC Highways.

Whites Bridge Walk Boards:  Still waiting to hear from ECC Highways engineers as to whether or not this project will receive their support.

Parish Council Office:  Drawings to be sent to Chelmsford Council for planning approval.
