SELF LOCKING SNARES - ILLEGAL
The use of self-locking snares is prohibited under the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.  Although illegal in the UK, self-locking snares are still used and cause severe injuries to a variety of animals species.  A self-locking snare is a wire loop device which continues to tighten by a ratchet action as the animal struggles.  Its aim is to catch the victims around the neck, so that they die through strangulation or by dislocation of the neck.

 But, snares do not only capture animals by the neck.  Some animals get their legs caught in snares, and end up with the snare cutting down to the bone.  Such animals may attempt to escape by gnawing off their own limbs.  Other animals are caught around the body.  Both badgers and foxes have been found with snares that have almost cut them in half, the snares around their bodies having tightened to around five centimetres in diameter inflicting terrible injuries.  Some of these animals were still alive when found.

MARGARETTING BY-PASS PROGRAMME OF REPAIR AND OTHER WORKS
Following a recent enquiry, the Highways Agency has reported as follows:

 “As stated previously, the A12 Margaretting Bypass major maintenance scheme is on our forward programme of works for the future.  It was anticipated that these works would begin in 2013/14 subject to funding being available.  As you are aware, the Government has made clear that the first priority must be to tackle the deficit, and that we will have to scale back spending across the whole of government.  Therefore, the opportunities to make improvements to the network in the near future will be limited.  Consequently, it is unlikely that any major maintenance schemes will be funded during the Comprehensive Spending Review period.  We therefore anticipate that the design work for the A12 Margaretting Bypass major maintenance scheme will be started in 2014/15 and works on the ground will begin in 2015/16.  

 In the meantime, we plan to undertake a low cost maintenance scheme on the A12 Margaretting Bypass, this scheme will mostly comprise of concrete repairs to the carriageway and crack sealing to keep this length of road in a serviceable condition.  These works have been indicatively funded for the forthcoming financial year (2011/12) subject to final approval of our budgets.

 Following our letter of the 14 April 2010, we completed an initial scoping report last year that highlighted Margaretting would receive a quiet thin surfacing overlay as part of the major maintenance scheme and thereby reduce noise.”
