3. Declaration of Interest

There were no Declarations of Interest.

4. Democratic Time

(a) P Savill thanked W Henderson for his help at the allotments by renewing the leaking pipe. W Cant had reported the stop valve which was to be repaired within twenty days

(b) W Henderson reported that he had arranged a meeting with Network Rail concerning the blocked ditch.

(c) K Young reported that the cattle trough is in position at the allotments and he was filling it with water.
5. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting dated 14th April 2011 were agreed and signed as a true and correct record.

6. Matters Arising

a. Cycle Route – Confirmation that the scheme has been added to this year’s work scheme.

b. Shopper Bus – The first outing was successful and full.

c. HM Revenue & Customs – Clerk reported she had received software.

d. Spread Eagle – P Savill reported the owner of the site understood that the PC wanted amenities on the site; he had approached Tesco, who thought the site wouldn’t be viable. He wanted the site to become residential.

e. Telephone kiosk – P Savill reported that she had received a response to her e-mail and would chase up before next meeting.

f. Centre Pole at Crossing – P Savill reported that she had contacted the person for repair.

g. Whitesbridge – P Savill reported the costing for repair and to close the road amounted to £40,000. She also reported that Highways were looking into priority crossing, so only one vehicle could go over at a time.
7 Accounts

P Savill outlined the accounts and balances. The £500 grant for the War Memorial had been paid into the bank, along with half the precept. There was also £30 to be paid in for allotment rents. It was noted that the grassed area which used to be cut by Larmer Engineering was no longer being cut. P Savill to contact Martin Larcombe and explain that they may be covered by the Parish Council insurance if they carry on cutting the grass as volunteers.

(i) Repairs and Maintenance. H Blurton reported that Lisnick would be starting work during June.

(ii) War Memorial.  H Blurton reported that work was due to start within the next four weeks. As soon as he receives a confirmed date he would notify the people giving the grant and the person doing the lead work.

(iii) Bus Shelter. H Blurton confirmed that the chosen shelter (The Surrey) would be constructed in June or July. It costs £6,500, but this would rise to nearer £10,000 by the time all the extras were added. The Parish Council had agreed to pay £1,000 towards the shelter.

(iv) Grass Verges. Parking on the verge had been causing a problem in Parsonage Lane. However, it was understood that a resident had re- seeded the area. H Blurton reported that the overflow car park at The White Hart had been lost, hence there may be a few parking problems in the future.

(v) Pond and Trees. T Boem reported two new sets of ducklings. Ecologia had removed their monitoring tanks and were to forward a report from The Environment Agency. Two quotes were given for the removal of the dead tree by the pond, it was agreed to accept the lowest price one of £185.00, T Boem to contact them.  T Boem reported that there was another dead tree opposite Eweland Hall which possibly belonged to Highways. T Boem to report for removal.

(vi) Arthur’s Tree – It was agreed that the tree should remain in the grounds of the village hall. T Boem reported that he was waiting to hear from the cricket club about a new site. P Savill to contact J Currie about the iron collar for the tree.

(vii) Signs. H Blurton reported that when all the signs were ready he would collect them. H Blurton to arrange to have the clerks telephone number changed on the sign on the gate at the Maldon Road playing field.

9. Maldon Road Recreation Field

a. Allotments. K Young reported that the vacant allotment had been taken. He was collecting the rent money from the allotmenteers.

b. Play Area. N Marshall reported that there were no problems with the play area.  P Savill reported there was fox problem.

10. Village Projects

a. Village Gateways – M Scott and H Blurton reported on drawings and costings of the wooden gates. It was agreed that hedging would be planted behind the gates. The design of gate and locations were agreed. H Blurton to take the scheme to the next stage by marking the areas and contacting Highways for comments.
b. Parish Council Office – H Blurton reported that he had filled in the application and the plans were to be lodged. It was hoped that in 2012 there would be more grants available because of the Queens Diamond Jubilee. It was also suggested that Maztec be asked for a bigger donation.
