(iii)  War Memorial

P Savill congratulated H Blurton & M Scott for successfully getting a 50% grant for work to be carried out at the War Memorial. Second hand Yorkstone was to be used. The new method statement had been sent to FJF for them to look over and make sure there were no more additional expenses. There were two more grants available CBC and ECC. P Savill, H Blurton and M Scott to fill out the application forms.
