ST MARGARET’S CHURCH NEWS
This month is when we celebrate the Harvest at church as we give thanks to God for all he gives us in the fruits of the harvest.  Here we are surrounded by countryside and in this beautiful setting we can see the seasons change as the crops grow, mature and then are cut or root crops are dug up, apples and soft fruits taken and stored.

 I was amazed and delighted with the presentation Chris Parkinson gave us at the church when he spoke about the stained glass and painted windows in the church.  He began by taking us through the history of stained glass and how this craft has evolved over the centuries. We have windows created by famous people in the field of stained glass art – Nathaniel Westlake, John Clayton, Alfred Bell and William Aikman.  The Jesse Window is thought to have been made with Flemish glass dating from the 1450’s and possibly in Colchester where there is documentary evidence that glassmakers were residing at this time.

 This is a timely reminder that, when we give thanks to God for all his bountiful harvest, we should include the talents that are God given also.  God is not only present as we worship in the church. He is present with us wherever we are, in our busy daily lives and he is present in the beauty that surrounds us also. God is the God of Creation and so He is in the hands of those who created the beautiful windows in the church.

 As we have so much to be thankful for we also pray for those who have no harvest because of drought and famine.  Canon Roger Matthews visited the new Diocese of Marsabit in Northern Kenya.  He said that there has been some rain but not enough to produce a full crop and there are some parishes where crops have failed entirely and animals are already dying. Local people are asking for help with food.

DOOR TO DOOR SALES

Local police have recently become aware that a group of young salesmen, dubbed the ‘Nottingham Knockers’, have been targeting our part of the county.  Named after a scam originating in Nottingham, young people travel across the UK targeting a town at a time.  They knock at doors and claim to be ex-convicts attempting to mend their ways, before trying to sell the householder everyday household products at very high prices.  Police always advise residents to refrain from buying at the doorstep and not to buckle to pressure from salespeople offering supposedly one-off, ‘buy it now’, low prices. 

 These Nottingham Knockers work in groups across the country but are not involved in any officially recognised offender rehabilitation programme.  Many do not possess pedlar’s certificates, which are issued by police and are necessary for salespeople to be legally allowed to sell door-to-door.  Sympathetic members of the public are being duped into buying cheap products at highly-inflated prices. 

 If a salesperson comes to your door, ask to see their pedlar’s certificate.  If a Nottingham Knocker visits you, please inform the police in order for us to keep track of where they are.
