MARGRETTING PARISH COUNCIL

RULES AND CONDITIONS FOR THE CULTIVATION

OF ALLOTMENT GARDENS

a) Keep the central path and boundary hedges, gates and fences in good condition and maintain a water supply for tenants use. 

b) Keep the allotment gardens under good management. 

2. The Tenant shall during his/her annual tenancy carry out the following obligations: 

a) The Allotment Garden shall be kept in a clean, decent and good state of cultivation and fertility.  He/She shall be responsible for the disposal of all waste matter generated by the allotment garden.  All such waste matter is either to be composted on the tenants plot or put onto the compost area on the allotment site. 

b) He/She shall not underlet, assign or part with the possession of any part of the Allotment Garden without the written consent of the Council. 

c) He/She shall not, without the consent of the Council, cut or prune any trees or other part of a boundary hedge or take, sell or carry away any soil. 

d) He/She shall not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other Allotment Garden, or obstruct any path set out by the Council for the use of tenants nor without the consent of the Council erect any building or structure on the Allotment Garden other than fruit cages, growing frames or cloches. 

e) He/She shall not light any bonfire under conditions in which smoke or flames will cause nuisance or annoyance to the occupiers of adjoining plots, properties or drift across a road so as to create a traffic hazard. 

f) He/She shall cut and maintain the path adjoining the allotment plot on the right hand side as viewed from the central pathway and where the plot is bounded by a length of ditch, keep that part of the ditch free from all obstruction nor allow others to deposit any refuse.

g) He/She shall not bring or cause to be brought on the Allotment Gardens any dog or other animal unless it is held on a leash or tether. 

h) Any tenant resident outside the parish area may apply and be allocated 

i) For the purpose of good management of the allotment gardens, each plot will be inspected by authorised representatives at any time. 

j) In the event of any plot being found to be neglected, in a poor state of fertility or cultivation and the tenant fails to remedy this situation at the request of the Council, the Council or it's employees shall be entitled enter on to it in order to carry out such work as may be necessary to restore the land to a good condition. In such circumstances the tenant shall pay the cost of the remedial work. 

k) In the first year of tenancy the tenant deemed to be serving a trial period and should he/she become in breach of any of the rules and conditions the tenancy shall terminate after 28 days notice.  In such circumstances the tenant shall not be entitled to any refund of rent or water charge paid. 

I) Tenancy terminates on the annual rent day next, after the death of any tenant, and shall also end whenever the right of occupation by the Council ceases. 

m) The Council is entitled to compensation from the tenant for any deterioration in the land arising from the tenant’s failure to keep it clean and in a good state of fertility. 

n) Any notices required by the tenancy agreement shall be properly served if sent by first class post or delivered in person to the other party.
