TENANCY AGREEMENT FOR ALLOTMENT HOLDERS

THIS AGREEMENT made the                    day of          20 , between the Margaretting Parish Council (hereinafter called the Council) and of (hereinafter called the tenant) by which it is agreed that: 

The Council shall let to the Tenant for him/her to hold as tenants from year to year the Allotment Garden(s) being part of the allotments provided by the Council at Maldon Road and numbered            in the Council’s Allotment Register. The tenant shall pay the yearly rent and any water charge determined by the Council from time to time on the 1st April, of each year or within 40 days thereafter. 

The tenancy may be terminated by either party to this agreement serving on the other not less than Six months written notice to quit expiring on or before the 6th April or on or after the 29th September. In the event however, of the Council requiring the land for other legitimate purposes, it is agreed that the tenancy shall be terminated by the Council serving on the tenant notice to quit or by re-entry after three months written notice, with compensation. 

The tenancy may also be terminated by the Council by re-entry after one month's written notice to the tenant if: 

a) The rent and water charge is in arrear for not less than forty days, 

b) If the tenant is in breach of any term or condition of the tenancy. 

The tenant shall cultivate the allotment garden for, and shall use it only for, the production of fruit, vegetables and flowers for domestic consumption by himself and his family. 

The tenant shall reside within the Parish of Margaretting during the tenancy save that any person living outside that area may apply and be allocated a plot, if available, at the discretion of the Trustees. 

If the tenant is in breach of any of the rules and conditions of this Agreement for a period of one month or longer the Council may enter upon the Allotment Garden and the tenancy shall thereupon come to an end, but without prejudice to any right of the Council to claim damages for any breach or to recover any rent/water charge already due before the time of such re-entry, but remaining unpaid. 

The tenant shall be entitled to receive such compensation as is provided for by the Allotment Acts 1908 to 1950. 

The tenancy is subject to the Allotment Rules made from time to time by the Council, details of which are attached and form part of the formal agreement.
