IDEAS

You could…

… organise a debate or discussion or book event.

… run a class or a “have a go” session or a workshop for beginners or non-experts – dance, chess, bridge, singing, a craft…

… hold a showcase for a community group or fund-raising evening for a charity or good cause.

… hold a wine or food tasting.
… show a film that will stimulate discussion.

We recommend…

… events that involve participation.  

… events that introduce a skill or topic, rather than ones that assume prior knowledge (e g chess or bridge for beginners, rather than a tournament). You may use an introductory session to recruit members for a club, but Festival events should be an open to all.

… providing refreshments (free) after your event, giving people a chance to mingle informally with something to talk about (we may be able to arrange for one of the coffee chains to do this).

The room is yours from 6.00 to 9.00. 
The Festival Director will be responsible for room hire and publicity for the Festival. Event organisers will be responsible for booking and ticketing arrangements, refreshments and event-specific publicity and equipment.
