	CHAIRS REPORT
The last 12 months we have seen the passing of Queen Elizabeth II after 70 years on the throne in September and the Coronation of King Charles III on the 6th May 2023.  Unfortunately President Putin is still sending bombs and artillery into the Ukraine, all very unnecessary, but what are we to know?  Musgrave has now been put back into the County of Westmorland in the new divide up of the six Councils of Cumbria.  Eden has joined up with South Lakes and Barrow to make Westmorland, whilst Carlisle has joined up with Allerdale and Copeland to form Cumberland.
In Musgrave we have seen the passing of Mike Lea, who did so much in regards of the Church Field, sourcing money for the repairs to the barn, railings and work on the avenue of horse chestnut and the formation of the new avenue of lime trees, he has had though 3 years of dementia, our thoughts are with his wife Kate a past Parish Councillor for Musgrave.

John Bousfield announced his retirement from the Parish Council in January of this year after 30 years of service to the Parish, he has done a sterling job.  A very big thank you from us all.

We welcome David Bates from Langrigg after an election.  The first election I have known to join Mike Clarke from Little Musgrave, Paul Taylor from Flitholme, Mick Watson from Blandswath and myself from Great Musgrave.  There was a turnout of over 50% which is a credit to the parish, Norman English losing out.

Within the parish we have seen a few benefits, we received fibre broadband connection via B4RN, yes it was a great deal of work, but the benefits were certainly worth it.  The playground had a major upgrade, it is great to see it being used.  This next week through the kind generosity of William Sewell we are receiving a table and chairs for the village hall field, a table for the playground and two seats, one to face towards Langrigg and the hills and another towards Brough Castle from Hallgarth land – thank you William.

To celebrate the Coronation the Parish Council with the baking skills of the village hall ladies paid for a wonderful celebration tea, followed by a great folk singer.  Over 80 residents past and present turned up.  The children under 16 years old were given a Coronation mug.  Thank you to everyone who made it a day to remember.

We have seen 3 houses in Great Musgrave been put on the market and purchased in relatively short time, prices still seem to be rising.

Musgrave has a half hour slot on Radio 2 on the Jeremy Vine programme, BBC1 news along with numerous radio and national newspapers regarding the retrospective planning application to fill in the old railway bridge with stone and concrete.  Eden District Council unanimously voted to take the concrete out from below the arch.  This work has to be done before the end of October this year.

Members of the Parish Council have attended many meetings in connection with the upgrade of the A66 to becoming a dual carriageway from Scotch Corner to Penrith.  We have seen too many fatalities and horrendous accidents on our stretch from Brough to Warcop, the sooner it comes the better.  The construction team seem to have finally listened to our views and given us a sensible outcome as to the positioning and layout of the proposed route.

Finally I would like to thank the Councillors for their support, attending meetings for the benefit of the parish.  Phil Dew for supporting our Parish on behalf of Eden District Council as well as Cumbria County Council and lastly but not least Heidi our clerk for keeping us in order and doing our administrative duties.
