GREAT MUSGRAVE – The clerk reported all the drains and the council came out but only seemed to do every other – not sure why as each drains was individually reported.  Standing water again by the church field – the clerk will report again.
The chairman has bought a memory plaque in memory of Mr Mike Lea on the church field barn.
Langrigg road is in a poor state with potholes and erosion – clerk will report.


LITTLE MUSGRAVE –  The drains also need clearing from the church field to Rudd Hill – clerk will report.

FLITHOLME – Pot holes and gullies.  Councillor Taylor will send the clerk the What3Words as this is easier to report on the council website.


A66 – Decision is deferred until March 24

DRAINS –  The clerk will report all the above issues again.

WEBSITE – There has been a slight increase on the website fee and the clerk looked into purchasing a separate one from the church field.  The aprox cost would be £800.  It was agreed not to pursue this and keep the one we currently share with the church field trust.

PRECEPT – It was agreed not to increase the precept this year and leave it at £3,000
