	CHAIRS REPORT
Chairman’s Report Musgrave Parish Council 2024

We have come through one of the wettest winters we have ever had, but having said that Cumbria has not had the flooding that some other `counties have had. I think there is less doubt than ever that global warming is taking place. Between October and April there were not many days that were completely rain free. The Parish of Musgrave visually is

changing in that the Ash trees are looking very sorry for themselves due to Ash Dieback, as the disease takes grip there are less leaves appearing all the time, quite a few of them have no leaves at all. All I am trying to say is that Nature is still in charge of us, it’s just that humans are trying to ruin our world a little bit quicker.
We were given notice in March that the A66 was going to get dualled carriageway all the way from Scotch Corner to Penrith, in total 7 new sections are required to join them all up. In April an objection has been put in by Friends of the Lake District, they say it’s going to encourage more people to visit the Lake District, they had plenty of opportunities to put their objections in during the public consultations but why have they waited till now to do anything about it. With the amount of deaths and accidents on our stretch it would be good to think it is sorted soon, the most recent fatal accident in March/April time really did make a mess of our roadside verges. But that is nothing compared to someone losing their life.
Great Musgrave again provided plenty of bad press for National highways in regards of their major waste of money (£475k) for the filling in of Musgrave Bridge, then the taking out of the concrete, for a national organisation it doesn’t say much for the staff that they employ, they didn’t think they had done anything wrong!! It’s beggars belief, no wonder the Country is in a bad way financially.

This last year the Parish Council financially supported the King’s Coronation afternoon Tea in the Village Hall, it was very well attended, this year we are supporting the celebration of 100 years of our Village Hall, thank you to the Village Hall for the organising and making of the tea.
Unfortunately the state of the roads and drains are not improving, we have to keep nudging the Council to see if they can do our section.

Currently there are no houses in the Parish for sale, they seem to be still at premium in the local vicinity, rental properties are in great demand due to workers coming into the area to work on the A66, it just goes to show Cumbria is predominantly a retirement County. 

A big thank you to all the Councillors and our Secretary to help Musgrave be a lovely spot to live.
