Nearer to home Reform UK and the Green Party are making great strides in the British Political system, they both have made a statement in the local elections.  It will be interesting to see what happens in the next General Election and when will it be ?

The Government in the last 12 months has given the go ahead for the filling in the gaps of the dual carriageway on the A66 from Scotch Corner to Penrith – 7 sections in all. Musgrave Parish is the same as many other Councils in the country pestering Highways England to keep the drains cleaned and resolve the pothole issue we are currently enduring.
