3. Declarations of Interest – Cllr Loudfoot declared an interest in Item 13.

4. Reports from ECC and CBC Councillors

Cllr Aldridge provided an update on changes within the Highways Department, which would eventually lead to a single point of contact rather than the current “network” of contacts which was proving increasingly inefficient.

He also drew attention to the closing date for expressions of interest for the ECC Big Society Fund.

It was noted that the Parish Council had agreed not to participate in the salt bag scheme for the coming winter months.

5. Neighbourhood Watch / Policing


In the absence it was noted that there had been some attempted break-ins to sheds in outlaying properties.  Some concern was expressed about the continued lack of a NW coordinator for the village and that the Speedwatch Scheme was still failing to attract volunteers.

6. Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising not otherwise on the agenda

The minutes of the meeting held on 31st August 2011 were agreed as an accurate record of the business.  

The Chairman mentioned that he had been in discussions with High Easter PC regarding traveller sites in the area.

Financial Regulations

Consequently, the Council was able to co-opt an individual for the vacancy.  Following discussion, it was agreed that a co-option notice be posted and that individuals be invited to apply in writing to the Clerk.  Selection would take place at the meeting on 23rd November.

11. Golden Jubilee Play Area (GJPA)

It was agreed that an application to the ECC Big Society Fund would be made with a view to a general refurbishment of the area.

12. Multi Purpose Sports Area (MPSA)

The Chairman reported that no further progress had been made regarding the discussion between the Church Council and the Village Hall Committee.

13. Planning

Cllr Loudfoot, having declared a prejudicial interest, left the meeting for this item.

The application for tree work at the Old Post House [11/05593/CAT] was noted.

The application for rear conservatory extension at Woolmers Mead [11/01453/FUL] was considered.  No observations would be made.

14. Highways

It was noted that the parking of vehicles outside Walthambury Farm was still causing concern.  The Clerk was asked to bring the matter to the attention of the PCSO for appropriate action.
