1. Chairman’s Welcome

3. Declarations of Interest - None declared.

4. Public Participation 
Mr H. Rawley (Co-Chair of the Village Hall Committee) sought clarification on the monies being identified by the Council for works related to the Multi Use Play Area and whether the Council would regard the resurfacing of the car park as a suitable project to that expenditure.

The Chairman confirmed that a sum has been set aside and that he would be contacting interested parties with the precise sum at the same time as drawing up an agreement with the tennis club.  It was envisaged that the Council would then make a donation for a specific project and that the resurfacing of the car park would be entirely appropriate.

5. Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising not otherwise on the agenda

The minutes of the meeting held on 4th May 2011 were agreed as an accurate record of the business.  

Forge Development
With regard work that had commenced at the Forge. Following planning approval, the clerk was asked to draw the Borough Council attention to commencement in the light of the unilateral undertakings which were conditions of planning approval.

6. Reports from ECC and CBC Councillors

Cllr Aldridge referred the Council to the new Big Society Fund that had been set up and which might be a source of funding for village projects.  He also drew attention to a new ECC apprenticeship scheme which might be of interest to the young people of Pleshey.  To this end he would prepare a piece for the Parish Magazine.  

It was noted that Cllr Tracey Chapman had taken the Transport Portfolio at ECC and will have regular surgeries with County Councillors, thereby opening an additional channel of communication via Cllr Aldridge on transport matters.

7. Neighbourhood Watch / Policing
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PCSO Gina Bennett had tendered her apologies.  It was noted that the single crime concern that had arisen since the last meeting was that of diesel theft.  With regard to the Speedwatch initiative, the council had been sent the Memorandum of Understanding which governed the operation of the scheme.  It was noted that the Pleshey scheme would not be subject to a subscription for 2011/12.  There were no reassurances of the position in subsequent years.

The application for the Retreat House Part two storey, part first floor side extension incorporating roof terrace to form link to the Gate was considered.  It was noted that other statutory consultees were making representation regarding the nature of the works vis-à-vis ensuring that work was sympathetic to the nature of the building.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would not comment.

13. Highways

The Clerk was asked to report problems with the speed limit signs in Bury Road and a raised drain cover in Back Lane.

14. Pleshey Mount Viewing Area
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It was noted that the repair work to the wooden frame for the buoyancy aide had been carried out.

15. Allotments

Cllr Robinson provided an update in the rental income for this year.
