3. Declarations of Interest - None declared.

4. Public Participation 
Mr Richard Morris and Mr Roger Polhill sought clarification on the position regarding the Multi Purpose Sports Area.

The Chairman referred to a review of the leasing arrangements that he believed was being undertaken by the Church Council ( the land owners of the Village Hall site) regarding the Village Hall land and facilities therein.  When this position was clear, the Parish Council would be in a position to complete an agreement with the Tennis Club for use of the Multi Purpose Sports Area.

Richard Morris asked that it be minuted that he would be totally opposed to the resurfacing of the Village Hall Car Park and the removal of the management of the Multi Purpose Sports Area from the Parish Council to the Tennis Club.

5. Neighbourhood Watch / Policing


PCSO Gina Bennett reported that the period since the end of June had been very quiet with no serious of regular problems occurring.

It was noted that the Speedwatch Scheme still required volunteers.

6. Reports from ECC and CBC Councillors

Cllr Aldridge provided an update on the position regarding Dale Farm and also a brief overview of changes that were affecting ECC and reassured the meeting that any reductions in expenditure were being managed carefully and prudently.  

It was noted that there had been few if any complaints about the changes to bus timetables.

It was agreed that the parish council should make representation to ECC to ensure that winter gritting routes included the village roads used by buses to reverse.
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7. Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising not otherwise on the agenda

The minutes of the meeting held on 27th June 2011 were agreed as an accurate record of the business.

The Clerk referred the Councils attention to a request by the Lord Lieutenant’s office that the Pleshey consider becoming one of the sites for a beacon to be lit as part of the Diamond Jubilee celebrations on 4th June 2012.  It was agreed that the Clerk should seek to canvass for a volunteer as Beacon Coordinator in the Parish Magazine.
