6. Neighbourhood Watch / Policing

PCSO Gina Bennett was welcomed to the meeting and reported that the Community Speed watch initiative was “up and running”.  The 31st May had been identified for the launch and efforts would be made to recruit more volunteers.  The Chairman was urged to refer to this at the Annual Assembly.

It was also reported that the Neighbourhood Watch scheme would be given fresh impetus with a “door knock” campaign during May.  The intention would be to set up a form of e.mail based communication.  Ms Bennett was asked to investigate extending this to SMS messages via mobile phones.

7. Financial Report and Statement of Accounts 2010/11

The Clerk tabled a provisional statement of accounts for 2010/11.  It was noted that some caveats remained around the year end figures for the 2009/10 statement and these would be addressed in consultation with the internal auditor prior to placing on deposit and submitting for external audit.  On this basis the Council agreed the statement of accounts.

The Clerk was asked to arrange for the purchase of two bags of new play bark.

10. Multi-purpose Sports Area (MPSA)

The Chairman reported that the discussions with the tennis club had yet to be completed and that he would make a further report at the next meeting.

11. Planning

It was noted that the enforcement notice for the development at Mount House had been issued by CBC.

12. Highways

Cllr Jee referred to the nuisance of an aggressive dog on one of the Green Lanes.  PCSO Bennett asked that she be informed of the details so that action could be taken.

Concern was expressed about a large pothole close to the junction of Bury Road and High Easter Road at Great Stone.  The Clerk was asked to make appropriate representations.

13. Pleshey Mount Viewing Area

It was reported that an inspection of the area indicted that the wooden frame for the buoyancy aide would need replacing.  Given that the inspection for the “Best Kept Village competition was imminent, Cllr Robinson was authorised to commission repairs to a limit of £100.

The Chairman thanked those in attendance for their contribution.
