1. All specimens exhibited must be the bona fide property of, or in the possession of and upon the premises of the exhibitor. Otherwise, they shall not be eligible to compete for prizes. The committee shall have the power to inspect all intended exhibits together with exhibitor’s allotments and gardens at the discretion of the said committee.

2. Entries in both section 1 and 2 must be the bona fide property of, or in the possession of and upon the premises of the exhibitor, for at least 6 weeks prior to the show date.

3. Prior to judging, both the chairman’s and/or the relevant class steward’s decision will be final.

4. Prior to judging only appointed officials of the garden club will be allowed to move an exhibit if it subsequently needs to be moved.

5. Entries shall be 25p per exhibit (apart from class 36 which shall be £3.00) and entries registered by children under the age of 13 on the day of the show (which shall be free) and more than one entry can be entered in any class. Exhibitors shall be allowed free entry to the exhibition hall.

6. Entry forms (except for class 36 which needs to be registered no later than 25th July) must be given to the registration secretary by 10.45 on the day of the show. All staging and exhibits must be completed and the room cleared for judging by 11.00am.

7. Exhibitors should register with the registration secretary before staging exhibits.

8. Any exhibit in vegetable, flower or domestic classes not displaying a not for sale marker (available from registration) is liable to be sold after the show.

9. Exhibitors will not be allowed to remove exhibits before the show has been officially declared closed.

10.  In sections 6 and 7 no items previously exhibited may be entered again.

11.  Prize moneys shall be paid after 3.00pm.

12.  Trophies are to be presented at  3.00pm.

13. Trophies are the responsibility of the holder whilst in their care and must be returned in good condition to the society secretary by no later than 1st July of the year following receipt of same.       
       
14.  The committee shall appoint competent judges. The judges decision shall be final, except in cases where, after an award has been made, the exhibitor has been found not to be in compliance with the rules and regulations.
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15.  No person shall be allowed into the exhibition hall after judging has commenced, except both judges and appointed officials of the garden club.

16.  Any protest or objection by an exhibitor must be lodged in writing with the registration secretary no later than 3.00pm. Any protest or objection accompanied by a deposit of £1.00, which shall be forfeit to the society if the objection is not upheld. Any prize improperly awarded will be forfeit and the exhibitor liable to action at the discretion of the committee.

17.  The judge shall have the power to withhold prizes, in any class or classes which, in their opinion the exhibits are of insufficient merit.

18. The judges shall have the power to award extra prizes in any class or classes where, in their opinion the exhibits are of sufficient merit.

19. Although every care will be taken, the committee will not be held responsible for damage done to, or loss of, any exhibitor’s property during the show.

20. Points will be allocated as follows:-  1st place-3 points; 2nd place-2points; 3rd place-1 point.

21.  All entries in the children’s section shall be under 13 years of age on the day of the show.

22. Entry to the children’s section is free.

23.  For all classes, children should put their AGE ONLY on exhibition tickets. This will allow the judges to make suitable allowances.

24. Entries in the children’s classes will be judged on originality and, where appropriate, novel or unusual use of material.

     35                                SOCIETY TOP TRAY                      JUDGE KEN RIDEHALGH
1. The top tray class is for a collection of 3 types of vegetables taken from classes 1-26 in 
section 1. Quantity for each vegetable to be as shown in the class.
2. For the top tray class only, each type of vegetable will be judged to a total of 15 points maximum.
3. A tray or board measuring 18 inches by 24 inches (45.72x60.96cm) is to be used to display the vegetables. All vegetables are to be displayed for effect. The vegetables must be displayed within the tray without bending any part of them. No part of any exhibit must exceed the size of the tray. Where a tray has a lip or edge, it is the internal measurements which must not exceed 18 inchesx24inches (45.72x60.96cm).
4. A black cloth is permitted in place of a tray, or the area may simply be marked on the staging. The tray may be painted. Parsley is allowed as garnishing, but no other garnish or accessories such as plates, sand, rings, etc are allowed. Onion tops may be tied or whipped using raffia or string.
5. Foliage of carrot’s parsnip’s or beetroot should be trimmed to 3 inches (76mm).
6. Peas or beans to have some stalk attached (judges may open pods to check for quality).
7. Display tomatoes with calyxes attached.
8. Failure to abide by these rules could lead to disqualification.
9. Winner of the top tray class will win a certificate plus a prize to the value of £12.00. Runner up £6.00. Third place £3.00. (Prizes may be cash or voucher).
10.  The judge may asses ‘Top Tray’ at his discretion, keeping in mind that entries may be from inexperienced exhibitors.
11.  Judges to show break down of points on exhibitors cards.
12.  Any other queries arising will be referred to and decided upon by the show officials.

      36                               JUDGES KEN RIDEHALGH AND STUART CLENSY

1. This class is open to all garden and allotment clubs or societies. Entry to this class requires: 4 items classes 1 to 26 (must be from 4 different classes), 2 items from classes 40 to 61 (must be from 2 different classes).
2. Same numbers and rules apply as per relevant classes.
3. Each entry will be allocated 36 inches x 36 inches (91.44 x 91.44cm) of bench space. A tray and / or black cloth may be used. Also a back board and garnish may be used, but the entry must not exceed it’s allocated bench space.
4. This class will be judged by both vegetable and flower judges using a points system. The entry gaining the most points will win the trophy.
