Report on improvements to KGVMF

Playing Field general improvements.         

New palisade fencing erected by Pipes on south side of field on border with fishing lake.

New fencing erected and Beech trees planted on west side of field on border with Glebe Meadow.

Containers re roofed due to damage caused by free runners. Damage is still occurring.

Field levelled to allow youth football pitch to be enlarged to adult size.

Car park has been re-laid out and marked out with parking bays.

Multi-games area resurfaced and re-painted.

Multi-games area floodlights have been replaced.

The childrens playground has been expanded and a new walkway laid with a revised entrance and fencing to improve safety. Conifer trees removed from tennis court end and new high fencing erected on border to car park. 

Railway land to east of field, hopefully being leased from Network Rail. BMX track planned if agreement can be reached.

An outdoor gym has been agreed with MDC. It is planned to be installed on the field near the south/west boundary near the woodland.

It has been agreed that a single goal can be erected by the Football Club to help prevent wear and tear of the main football pitches. It will be installed near the woodland and be for general use.

It is planned to erect barriers around the car park for safety reasons and to help prevent joy riding.
