Introduction by Cllr Cassels and the Parish Clerk:
The Chairman thanked those present for attending and gave a brief outline as to the purpose of the meeting.
Cllr Cassels announced that the KGVMF had received Class 1 and 3 gold awards from the Essex Playing Fields Association. The Southminster Football Club pitch also received a gold award.
