The documents in this collection broadly split into two categories: copies of legal papers, and ‘other’.  Serials 1-389 are the legal documents and are catalogued in a companion  to this, the ‘other’ documents are serials 390 onwards and are catalogued here.
The details in columns of this catalogue are:
1. A serial number identifying the packet (folder, envelope or bundle) in which the document(s) are kept.  This number is needed to retrieve a document from the archive.
A number followed by a letter, or a letter given in the ‘details’ column, identifies the document within the packet.
2. Title  (not necessarily very informative)
3. Date span covered by the material
4. Number of documents in the packet
5. Synopsis of the details in each document with particular emphasis on the names of people and properties contained therein.
The detail contained varies depending upon the volunteer cataloguer.

Mr and Mrs were awoken by the presence of 2 or 3 burglers in their chamber  To raise an alarm a pistol or gushot wound was inflicted on Mr Hollis resulting the  death of the Revd. 
The Home Secretary offered a reward of £100 to which the family added £50 for the discovery of the murderer. 
F-5/F-6 Some of the stone carving at St Michael’s (and St George’s) was carried out by Mr Gomn who kept the Crown Hotel, Blackwater from 1886 until 1908. He was a celebrated carver and fond of research. He established that the Royal Military College Lake county boundaries were the site of the Blackwater Mill and the miller lived at the Crown Hotel. The mill stone was still in existence at the time of the writing. 
St Michael’s Church was originally started by Mr William Atribe, called the father of the village and was the uncle of Mrs Gomn. When the church was enlarged  Mr Gomn volunteered  to do the stone carving. There are 8 carved panels and carvings on the base of the pulpit. The carving bordering the entrance to the Chancel is by Professor de la Bott of the Royal Military College. In his late years he carved the font at St George’s Church and a carving at Netley Hospital

Map References 

Map references are variously known as National Grid map references or Ordnance Survey map references.
In its basic form a map reference is the distance (in metres) east and north from a point south west of the Scilly Isles.
For example the map reference of Camberley station is 487599, 160445.  These two numbers are referred to as eastings and northings, respectively. 
Twelve digit references risk transcription errors, and, since it has a resolution of 1 metre, is far more detailed than is needed for most purposes.  So a simplified version is commonly used.  You will find this version explained on Ordnance Survey maps and will most likely have been taught to you in school.
This version drops the last two digits of the eastings and northings, uses the next three and converts the digits in front of these to a pair of letters.  
In this scheme Camberley station is SU875604. 
Such a map reference has a resolution on 100m, meaning that the point of interest is somewhere within a 100m x 100m square.
Latitude and longitude (lat & long)

Lat & long pre-dates the National Grid significantly.  
Latitude is the angle a places subtends north or south of the equator.   Longitude is the angle east or west of the Greenwich Observatory.  
The values may be given as degrees, minutes & seconds, or as degrees expressed as a decimal (in which south and west are expressed as negative values).
For example the lat & long coordinates of Camberley station are N51:20:11 W0:44:38; or 51.336358, -0.743898
